Report from SCAP

Nina Walker reported one vacancy for Transitional Housing in Richmond County, one in Anson County, and three in Moore County. The Shelter Plus Care grant voucher is filled. 
Nina is a member of a Coordinating Assessment Workgroup that is working on models to present. It will be an ongoing/living document.
Report from Sandhills Center LME/MCO

Mary Pat Buie reported that the Shelter Plus Care grant is going away and that the one recipient will move to SCAP’s transitional housing or to a Targeted apartment. She said that Sandhills Center had completed a review by Mercer and that the results seem positive. 
Report from Friend to Friend:

Anne Friesen reported that there are currently 16 clients in the shelter. She said that they have served a number of people from Lee and Montgomery Counties whose shelters have closed. Anne reported that she is now part of a Sexual Assault Case Review Task Force that meets every other month. She said the the ESG funds have helped with food and shelter.
Agency Updates:
Trinity Services, LLC

Rasheeda Sturdivant reported that Trinity Services is busy with referrals.
Sandhills Center

Mary Pat Buie reported that Sandhills Center has completed a Mercer review successfully. Referrals for Supported Housing Loans have increased.

Moore County Schools

Faye Hardy reported that they had identified 310 homeless students since this school year started. She explained that identified students will stay on the list for a year. She said that five of the identified families have moved to permanent housing.
Family First Services
Linda McPhatter reported that Community Support Team is only authorized for up to 6 months. She said that their PSR was growing. 
Food Bank of CENC

Jessica Ledbetter reported that they are having a food distribution in Rockingham on December 19th at 1:00 PM at Falling Creek Park. There is a sweet potato give away in Robbins each 2nd Tuesday at New Zion Church. Wood Forest Bank is offering free financial services beginning in February. The mobile computer program is operational and the Soup Kitchen offers free lunch every Monday at Page Methodist Church in Aberdeen. Jessica reported an increase in Food Bank requests. 
Legal Aid of North Carolina

David Richardson reported that they had hired a third attorney in Rockingham. This person will serve Moore County as well. He said that legal aid was now available in all 100 counties in North Carolina. He reported that they will be offering income tax help beginning in January. For the VITA program there are no income limits but an appointment is needed. 
Golden Care

Kristen Hudson reported that they had hired a new employee who is a registered nurse and going to school to be a nurse practitioner. She said that their practice was growing fast and that they were getting referrals through Social Services and word of mouth.
