Introductions 
Attendee introductions were made.
Approval of December 2013 Minutes
December 2013 minutes were tabled until the February meeting.
Balance of State Steering Committee Update:
Mary Pat Buie reported on the Balance of State Steering Committee meeting:
· Funding is bleak for 2014. HUD has made a 5% cut to all grantees. Tier 1 project applications have been ranked by the Scorecard Committee. Those projects in 
Tier 2 are unlikely to be funded. 
· For the Transitional Housing Programs, SCAP’s budget has been cut by 34% or $83,438. They can stay in Tier 1 and take the cut or go to Tier 2 and chance having no funding. 
· Grantees will receive help on how to score better. 
· The Steering Committee voted to send the CHIN MOU for signature to the BOS CoC.

Report from SCAP

Nina Walker reported that SCAP may not be able to operate as usual with the 34% funding cut. She said that they may consider a Transition in Place program. It is a time limited program that will pay for rent for a site. SCAP would not have to operate a residential site with this program. 
Report from Sandhills Center LME/MCO

Donna McCormick reported that the Shelter Plus Care grant is going away and that Sandhills Center is seeking placement for the one recipient.
New Business:

A group met to help organize the Richmond County Rescue Mission on January 20, 2014. The Baker House shelter burned and this new organization will help people get their life back together as well as offering food and shelter to those who are considered homeless. CJ Smith reported that there was a huge turnout for the meeting and they discussed short time and long term needs for the project. Carole Venable said that she was a board member of the Baker House and that their board was supportive of the Rescue Mission. The hope is to have this operation up and running by next winter. Meanwhile, three rooms at the Economy Hotel in Hamlet have been reserved for immediate needs. 
Kristen Hudson offered to deed over a house that she owns if someone would pay the taxes owed.
The Point In Time count will be held on January 29, 2014 beginning at 6pm.  Volunteers for each county represented by AHRMM have been updated on how the count is conducted. Susan Bellew will send new forms out to the group.

Agency Updates:
Trinity Services, LLC

Rasheeda Sturdivant reported that Trinity Services is busy with referrals for MST, SA, Intensive In-Home and treatment for sexual disorders. 
Sandhills Center

Donna McCormick reported that Sandhills Center is busy with the transition to a Managed Care Organization. She said that SHC is hiring new employees to fill positions opened up with the new business plan. 
SCAP
Nina Walker reported one vacancy in Wadesboro, one in Rockingham, and three in Moore County for the Transitional Housing Program. She said that the Shelter Plus Care program was full.  She reminded the group of SCAP’s Self-Sufficiency program for low income individuals. 
Family First Services
Linda McPhatter reported that everything was going well at the PSR.
Monarch
Relena Hair reported one vacancy in the Moore County DDA group home for a female and one vacancy in the Richmond County DDA group home. 
Food Bank of CENC

Jessica Ledbetter reported that there is food distribution in Robbins each 2nd Tuesday at New Zion Church. The mobile computer program is operational and free on Mondays from 12-2 and the Soup Kitchen offers free lunch every Monday at Page Methodist Church in Aberdeen. 
Legal Aid of North Carolina

Rebecca Price reported that they were working on providing more support in Moore County. They are available from 1-4 one time a week at the Carthage library, at the Douglas Center in Southern Pines, and the Senior Center in Southern Pines. She said that the attorneys can help with expunging criminal charges in some cases. She reported that they provide navigators for the new healthcare system and help with tax reporting. She mentioned that the two main goals are help for low poverty level seniors and the homeless. She provided her contact number:

Kristen Hudson reported that she and Carol Brown have hired their first employee who is a registered nurse and also going to school to be a nurse practitioner. She said that their practice was growing fast and that they had added 30 new patients this month. 
First In Families

Beverly Davis reported that they had assistance for hotel rooms for folks in crisis. 

Richmond County DSS

Linda Collins reported that NC FAST was still a problem. She said that DSS had Energy assistance for age 60+ folks that qualified according to the poverty guidelines.

Art of Daily Living

Rose and Willie Alexander reported that they had a house in Wadesboro with 6 bedrooms for homeless and that they were looking at other houses to add.
