BY-LAWS

OF

ALAMANCE COUNTY INTERAGENCY

COUNCIL FOR HOMELESS ASSISTANCE

Article I

The name of the organization shall be the Alamance County Interagency Council for Homeless Assistance.

Article II

Purpose/Mission

The Alamance County Interagency Council for Homeless Assistance (ACICHA) will be the legally recognized entity for seeking funding and administering programs and build capacity in the community for housing and related services for homelessness and prevention of homelessness for the people of Alamance County.

Article III

Membership

The membership of the Alamance County Interagency Council for Homeless Assistance shall             be comprised of representatives from the following:

             Department of Social Services

            Alamance/Burlington School System

            Alamance Community College

            Graham Housing Authority

            Burlington Housing Authority

            Alamance-Caswell Local Management Entity

Project SAFE Alamance Re-entry Initiative

Burlington Police Department Weed and Seed

Allied Churches of Alamance County

Family Abuse Services

Burlington Development Corporation

Residential Treatment Services

Employment Security Commission

Women’s Resource Center

Other organizations and interested individuals may request to become a part of ACICHA at any time.  Alamance County Interagency Council for Homeless Assistance may also invite additional organizations to become a member.  The addition of any member organization is subject to approval by a majority of the current ACICHA membership.  Representatives shall be appointed by their respective organization.  
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Article IV

Officers

(A)                    Officers shall be elected by the membership of the Alamance County 

Interagency Council for Homeless Assistance annually at the May meeting.  The

official term of office shall be July 1 through June 30 of the following year. 

      The officers shall be a Chairperson, Co-Chairperson, Secretary and Treasurer.
(B)                     Duties of the Chairperson shall be to prepare an agenda for each ACICHA

                          meeting, preside at the meetings, appoint committees as necessary to 

                          conduct the business of the membership and carry out other necessary

                          responsibilities.  Duties of the Co-Chairperson shall be to assist the Chairperson 

in the performance of their duties.  The Co-Chairperson will preside in the absence of the Chairperson and assume the duties of the Chairperson in the event of resignation.

Article V

Meetings

Regular meetings shall be held at 2:00 P. M. the first Monday of each month.

Additional meetings, if required, shall be upon the call of the Chairperson or a committee chairperson.  The Secretary of the Alamance County Interagency Council for Homeless Assistance or designee shall provide notices for all meetings to all members.

Agencies or organizations must have an attendance rate of 75% if interested in submitting proposals for grants and funding.

Article VI

Voting

A vote of a majority of the Alamance County Interagency Council for Homeless Assistance is necessary for official action by the membership who are present. Each organization represented on the Alamance County Interagency Council for Homeless Assistance meeting shall be allowed one vote.  Proxy votes will not be allowed.

In cases of conflict of interest issues, the organization being affected, shall abstain from voting.

Article VII

Committees

The Chairperson shall establish such committees as deemed necessary to carry out the

functions and responsibilities of the membership.  The Chairperson shall appoint

all members and a chairperson for all such committees established.  Committees may

be designated as standing or ad hoc and shall meet at such times and places as

designated by the respective committee chairperson.  
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Article VIII

Quorum

For purposes of conducting the business of Alamance County Interagency Council for Homeless Assiatance, a quorum shall consist of a majority of the voting membership present at the meeting.  A vote of a  majority of the members present is necessary for official action by the Leadership

team. 
        Article IX

Amendments

Amendments and additions to these By-Laws shall be made at any regular or called

meeting of the Alamance County Interagency Council for Homeless Assistance provided that the membership has had a minimum ten-day written notice on the proposed changes.  A two-thirds affirmative vote of the members shall be required to approve a proposed change.

Article X

Parliamentary Authority

The current edition of Roberts Rules of Order shall be the final source of authority in 

all questions of parliamentary procedures when such rules are not inconsistent with

the By-Laws of the Alamance County Interagency Council for Homeless Assistance.
