	Individual access: Individuals who are seeking homeless programs will be referred to Johnston-Lee-Harnett Community Action, Harbor, Inc., Family Endeavors, or Volunteers of America for assessment by staff at county agencies. Emergency Response Screening will be completed at one of the agencies, and individual will be diverted or referred as appropriate by staff at the screening agency. Individuals who present after hours will be screened the next business day. VI-SPDAT will be completed after 14 days if sheltered or immediately if unsheltered.

Smithfield Rescue Mission and Good Neighbor House will be side doors to accessing services as they do not participate in the collaborative, however will continue attempts to engage these agencies. The agencies are on the Regional Committee email distribution list and receive all communications. They are also included in the Point-in-Time count efforts. However, these side doors will not be eliminated if the agencies do not participate in coordinated assessment.
	Family access: Families seeking homeless programs will be referred to Johnston-Lee-Harnett Community Action, Harbor, Inc., Family Endeavors, or Volunteers of America by staff at county agencies for Emergency Response Screening and will be diverted or referred as appropriate by staff at the screening agency. Families who present after hours will be screened the next business day. VI-SPDAT will be completed after 14 days if sheltered or immediately if unsheltered.

Smithfield Rescue Mission and Good Neighbor House will be side doors to accessing services as they do not participate in the collaborative, however will continue attempts to engage these agencies. The agencies are on the Regional Committee email distribution list and receive all communications. They are also included in the Point-in-Time count efforts. However, these side doors will not be eliminated if the agencies do not participate in coordinated assessment.
	Other advertising: 
	Accessing transportation: Community agencies collaborate to access transportation funds/resources. Johnston County Area Transit System (JCATS), area churches, DSS, and other non-profit organizations are a part of the network. Funding and resources are not always available through agencies, and the community relies heavily on natural supports for transportation. There is no public transportation system in Johnston County aside from Johnston County Area Transit System, which is primarily medical transport for Medicaid consumers. Volunteers of America and Harbor, Inc. can provide some transportation for their specific consumer populations. The Johnston County residents rely heavily on natural supports for transportation assistance.

	Prevention services: Prevention services are available through Johnston-Lee-Harnett Community Action's crisis program and foreclosure prevention program, Department of Social Services crisis funds, Salvation Army's temporary aid, and SSVF through Family Endeavors and Volunteers of America. The agencies providing these services will also refer individuals and families for other services as appropriate (i.e. food bank, mental health services, healthcare providers). Coordinated assessment will refer individuals and families as appropriate.
	Veterans Affairs: Volunteers of America and Family Endeavors work closely with the Veterans Service Office, the Durham and Fayetteville VA, American Legion, and VFW. The VA, American Legion, and VFW provide referrals to Volunteers of America and Family Endeavors and will accept referrals in return. Coordinated assessment will refer individuals and families to these programs as appropriate.
	Faith-based poverty programs: Johnston-Lee-Harnett Community Action and Harbor, Inc have networks in place with area church programs to assist with food, clothing, and benevolence funds. Referrals to programs as appropriate.
	Mental Health services: Consumer will be referred to Alliance Behavioral Healthcare call center. Johnston County Mental Health Center in partnership with Alliance Behavioral Healthcare participates in several community collaboratives, as well as working with community partners to coordinate services to individuals and families. Will refer to coordinated assessment when appropriate. Coordinated assessment will refer individuals and families as appropriate.
	DSS: Johnston County Department of Social Services provides some prevention assistance when crisis funds are available but also will help individuals and families locate other resources to meet their needs. DSS will refer individuals/families to coordinated assessment as appropriate. Coordinated assessment will refer individuals and families as appropriate.
	Legal: Johnston County Sheriff's Department, various city police departments, Department of Juvenile Justice, Johnston County Probation and Parole, Legal Aid, district attorneys, judges, and other court staff have occasion to refer individuals and families who are in need of housing, however it is unlikely that coordinated assessment would refer to these agencies with the exception of Legal Aid. The Sheriff's Department and local police departments also support Point-In-Time count efforts. Housing module in CIT training. Regional Committee can investigate opportunities for outreach to and training of the legal/justice system staff. 
	Referrals: Individual or family in need of assistance is referred by a community agency to one of the agencies that can complete the Emergency Response Screening. Based on the results of the Emergency Response Screening, client will be referred to the appropriate agency(ies) for services. If the client needs to transfer, the transferring agency will provide all relevant information/documentation to the new provider agency. Whenever possible, the transferring agency will provide a "warm hand-off" to the new agency. The VI-SPDAT will be completed by Johnston-Lee-Harnett Community Action, Family Endeavors, Volunteers of America, or Harbor after 14 days if the individual/family is sheltered or immediately if unsheltered. The VI-SPDAT scoring will be used to prioritize housing referrals. Individuals who receive SSI/SSDI will receive information on the Targeting/Key program and referred as appropriate.
	Transportation Resources Provided: Yes
	Transportation resources: Community agencies collaborate to access transportation funds/resources. Johnston County Area Transit System (JCATS), area churches, DSS, and other non-profit organizations are a part of the network. Funding and resources are not always available through agencies, and the community relies heavily on natural supports for transportation. There is no public transportation system in Johnston County aside from Johnston County Area Transit System, which is primarily medical transport for Medicaid consumers. Volunteers of America and Harbor, Inc. can provide some transportation for their specific consumer populations. The Johnston County residents rely heavily on natural supports for transportation assistance. Consumers can also call coordinated assessment agencies if they are unable to travel to complete assessment in person.

	Bed availability description: 
	Waitlist: If no services are available, clients will be placed on a waitlist that is prioritized based on the VI-SPDAT scores. Johnston-Lee-Harnett Community Action will maintain the waitlist for the Rapid Re-Housing program, which will be updated and reviewed weekly. The waitlist will be reviewed by the Regional Committee at monthly meetings. Clients will remain on the waitlist for 30 days, after which the client will need to be re-assessed by Johnston-Lee-Harnett Community Action using the VI-SPDAT. The current waitlist for the RRH program is approximately 30 days.
	Required rules: All Volunteers of America and Family Endeavors SSVF rules are required by the VA. Johnston-Lee-Harnett Community Action Rapid Re-Housing rules are required by HUD.
	Addressing gaps: The coordinated assessment data will be used to make recommendations to the Regional Committee, community partners, and other stakeholders. Data will be reviewed quarterly to assess for needs and gaps, as well as identifying what is working well in the community. The community may use data to seek funding or private/public organizations that can meet the identified need. The community may also act as advocate to elected officials and policy makers to make recommendations to address gaps. The Committee may collaborate with landlords and property owners to improve availability and increase tenure in housing. The Committee will also use data to make recommendations to participating agencies to improve outcomes.
	Oversight: The Coordinated Assessment Lead will report at the monthly Regional Committee meetings. The Regional Committee will then complete a quarterly evaluation to report to the CAC.
	Individual grievance: 1. File a grievance verbally or in writing with the referral agency.
2. Agency will respond to the grievance within three business days.
3. If the client is not satisfied with the decision, can appeal to the Johnston County Regional Committee.
4. The Committee will respond to the grievance within 7 days.
5. If the client is not satisfied with the decision, can appeal to the Balance of State Coordinated Assessment Council (CAC).
	Agency grievance: The agency should assist in finding an alternative placement or service for the individual or family and then provide a "warm hand-off" to the new agency.

If an agency feels that a referral is inappropriate and needs to be reported, the agency should:

1. File a grievance verbally or in writing with the referral agency.
2. Referral Agency will respond to the grievance within three business days.
3. If the complainant is not satisfied with the decision, can appeal to the Johnston County Regional Committee.
4. The Committee will respond to the grievance within 7 days.
5. If the complainant is not satisfied with the Regional Committee decision, can appeal to the Balance of State Coordinated Assessment Council (CAC).
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
