Laura May reported that they have 4 women and 3 children in the shelter. She said that the Purple Party fundraiser held on November 21st was a great success.

Nina Walker reported that the Shelter Plus Care slot was filled. She said that they had one vacancy in Wadesboro for the Transitional Housing program.

Sandhills Center LME/MCO

Donna McCormick reported that the recent Mercer report had gone well and that the Human Resources Director had retired.

Golden Care

Carol Brown reported that more SOAR workers are needed to help folks with their disability benefits. She said that their business is growing and expanding to new areas. 

Monarch

Relena Hair and Kathy Inman reported vacancies: one vacancy at Wiregrass Apartments,
one vacancy at Hoke 1 and Hoke 2, one vacancy at McArthur apartments, and two openings at Circlewood Group Home in Hamlet. 
Montgomery County DSS
John Young reported that they had several programs for assistance to low income individuals:
Energy Assistance, Stay Well, and Senior Care.

Andrea Lamonds reported that there is help with pensions for war-time veterans and help for any vets hurt in war. She said that there were education benefits and scholarships for children of veterans.

Pam Hodges reported that staff was helping with Christmas for 8 children.

Laura May reported the upcoming Candlelight Vigil in the park in downtown Southern Pines on Thursday, December 18th at 5:30. Please bring blankets and mittens. She said that she was doing education in some Moore County schools about bullying.

Kam McDonald reported 35 kids identified as homeless. Kam also reported that there is a faith- based community sponsored dinner for the homeless on December 20th.
Trinity Services
Rasheeda Sturdivant reported that the new PSR is now operating and that the address is 415 Hood Street in Rockingham. 
Family Promise
Susan Bellew reported that they had 5 beds filled and that the family of 6 had found housing.
Richmond County Schools

Paulette Wall reported 125 homeless children in Richmond County Schools. She said that the Place of Grace and the Richmond County Rescue Mission had combined forces and that they had received a donated house. The name of the new entity is Place of Grace Rescue Mission.
SCAP

Nina Walker reported that they have availability for their Self-Sufficiency Program that can help with job training. The goal is for participants to secure a job by (or before) the end of the 3 year training period.

Family Endeavors

Michelle Blanding reported that there is money for veterans (excluding dishonorably discharged)

to help with rent up to 5 months. They can also help pay deposits. This assistance is available in 42 counties.
