Andrea Lamonds reported that she is the Veterans Service representative for Montgomery County DSS. 
Food Bank of CENC
Jessica Ledbetter reported that the Mobile Community College is at Word of Truth in Vass. There will be Thanksgiving meals at Bethesda Church and at St. Anthony’s. Call to reserve a meal.
Anson County Schools
Kam McDonald reported 35 kids identified as homeless. Kam also reported that Toys for Tots is taking applications in Anson County. Thanksgiving and Christmas meals are being planned for those in need. 
Trinity Services

Cameron Hairston reported that the new PSR address is 415 Hood Street in Rockingham. They will have a place for homeless individuals to shower and wash clothes. They will also have hot meals every day. The contact number for referrals is 910-895-6270 and those persons must have Medicaid. Transportation will be available. SAIOP services will be available and a Work Key course will be provided.
