The meeting was called to order by Wanda Feldt. She welcomed all attendees.  
Introductions 
Attendee introductions were made.
Approval of April 2015 Minutes

Motion was made by Linda McPhatter to approve the minutes, seconded by Nina Walker.  Motion to approve was offered and carried.

Balance of State Steering Committee Update:
· Wanda discussed this month’s Conference Call.  They briefly discussed the Point-In-Time count and have moved the date to report the numbers to the end of May.  

· Coordinated Assessment:  Nina has submitted all the needed information to NCCEH in order for ours to be approved.  She informed us that the following agencies have agreed to participate in streamlining the homeless people they encounter.  The agencies so far are:  Friend-to-Friend Domestic Violence, Family Promise, Golden Care, Family Endeavors and SCAP.  We will be educated on how this process will work for all of the five counties once it is approved.  There are two parts to the homeless assessments:  the Emergency Screening Form and the VI-SPDAT.  
· Donna & Mary Pat have volunteered to be the Webmaster people to put the minutes and agendas on the NCCEH website for their review each month.  
· Anne Frieson has developed a website for AHRMM: Sandhillhomeless.com, that has a lot of information regarding housing/homeless resources, flyers for upcoming agency events, etc… She is willing to update it if you send her your agency events.  Her e-mail is:  anne@annefriesen.com.  

· Anne has been in touch with Linda Pearson, Director of Moore County United Way.  She was explaining the 211 number that agencies can sign up for.  This number gives homeless resources to their callers.   
Grantee Reports:
Friend-to-Friend-Anne reports there are 4 women and 6 children at the shelter.  Their website address is:   FriendtoFriend.me.
SCAP:  Nina reports that the Transitional Home in Wadesboro has 2 vacancies.  The home in Rockingham is full. They still have 1 Shelter Plus Care housing voucher that is being used.
Speaker:  Graham Kelly from Family Endeavors spoke to the group about his agency.  He passed out brochures and flyers.  He is an IRAQ war veteran.  He was enlisted in the Army.  Family Endeavors is a multi-state non-profit that offers Program Support Services for veteran families.  They currently have 2 grants.  Their goal is to engage homeless veterans into their program.  They have assist with financial, mental health, housing issues among many others.  
To qualify for services, you must have served at least 4 month of active service in the military, have no dishonorable discharge, have homelessness and fall in the area median income for your county.  Once qualified, they have a Rapid Re-housing program that has a Case Manager that works with them for up to 90 days.  They try to house them first and then work on the other issues.  Temporary financial aid may be available as well.  They work with an Employment Specialist that helps them to find jobs.

Prevention:  They have 10% funding for prevention services.  
FYI:  They cannot pay for a person’s medications.

Graham handed his business cards to everyone if they have any additional questions.  

Old Business:  AHRMM will not be meeting in July but will resume in August at First Bank in Rockingham.   
New Business:  We need to send out a Committee sign up sheet to the members.  There are several committees that the State wants CoC’s to participate in.  We will discuss this in more detail at our June meeting.
Agency Updates:
· Kenneth Kelly from Moore County Veteran’s office informed the group that there will be a Stand Down for Veteran’s on June 24th from 10-2 at the AG Center in Carthage.  There will be vendors offering information, barbers, food, legal services representative, financial services representative, etc.  Please come out and support the veterans and their families. 
· 2nd Chance Homes:  Martin McCall informed the group that he has a success story.  A member at his homes has transitioned into permanent housing.  Their two homes are full.  His contact numbers are:  910-638-1600 or 910-692-2129.
· Revival Temple Hope Ministry in Troy:  They are proactive with the homeless community in Montgomery County.  They are a church group committed to building or securing homes for homeless. · Hoke County Schools:  Danelle Locklear reports they have 101 documented homeless students.

· Anson County Schools:  Kam McDonald reports they have 45 documented homeless students.  On May 29th from 10-2, they are sponsoring a walk for homelessness.  They have the community and churches involved.
