Friend-to-Friend-Anne Friesen reported that the shelter currently has 5 women and 5 children.

They have room to house 24 people. They are in the process of building a storage building on site. On November 4th, Friend to Friend has their Take Back the Night Vigil at Sandhills Community College at 6:00pm. Anne reminded the group to send information about upcoming events to sandhillshomeless.com 
SCAP:   Quiotti Ratliff reports that the Transitional Home in Wadesboro has 2 vacancies and the one in Rockingham has 1 vacancy. They still have 1 Shelter Plus Care housing voucher that is being used.

Agency Updates:
M E Greenhouse: Robert Jackson reported that they provide Outpatient Substance Abuse treatment with licensed therapists. The office is on Pinehurst Avenue in Southern Pines
Montgomery DSS:  John Young reported that assistance will be available, starting September 17th, to help those who qualify with housing preparation for the winter.
Monarch: Kathy Inman reported that Pine Terrace has 1 vacancy, Hoke County has 2 vacancies, Richmond and Moore DD homes have 1 vacancy each, Wiregrass has 1 vacancy and Charlotte Street has 1 vacancy.

Richmond County Schools:  Paulette Wall reported that they had 218 documented homeless children last year. They are having their Stuff the Bus event to give school supplies to children in need. They are also being supported by 2 NFL players. 
Moore County Schools:  Casey Saunders reports there were 356 documented homeless children at the end of the last school year. So far this year they have 100. 
Family Endeavors  Jamal Troublefield reported that next Wednesday, August 26th, is resource day for homeless or low income veterans from 9-12 in Fayetteville at 2125 Valleygate Drive, Suite 101. Jamal’s office number is 910-672-6166. 

Family Promise Susan Bellew reported that they are looking at land to build a permanent facility on. They have depended on churches to provide an area for the families. 

Friend to Friend Anne Friesen reported that they are in need of a part time (3-11 M-W-F) case manager at the shelter. Please contact Anne at anne@annefriesen.com 
Domestic Violence Rape Crisis Center  Sharon Armstrong reported that they have vacancies at the shelter in Scotland County. They also have a Job Readiness Program at the shelter.
First In Families Beverly Davis reported that they are having a clothes drive on Friday from 10-2 at 673 South Bennett Street in Southern Pines. They are also helping with school supplies.
2nd Chance Homes Martin McCall reported that both men and women’s houses are full and that they are looking for more space.
