Balance of State Steering Committee Update:
Donna McCormick informed the group that the Steering Committee call this month was reviewing the Coordinated Assessment and Emergency Response Forms(ERF). Donna will e-mail the ERF’s to everyone.  We need more education about this process.  Donna encouraged everyone to participate on the monthly calls the 1st Tuesday of the month at 10:30. Donna informed us to start now using the ERF’s anytime we encounter a homeless person. There are HMIS(Homeless Management Information System) trainings going on now in Raleigh for the transition to the new homeless data system.

Grantee Reports:
Friend-to-Friend- Janeen reported that they currently have 5 women and 2 children. They are a domestic violence and human trafficking shelter that can house up to 34 people. The shelter can also house 3 dogs and 3 cats.  There will be a training soon on addressing the Confidentiality Certification for employees to offer counseling to abused victims.  Janeen will let us know later. On November 4th, Friend to Friend has their Take Back the Night Vigil at Sandhills Community College at 6:00pm.

Speaker:  Frank Bryant, Regional Housing Coordinator for the KEY target program at NCDHHS.  Frank informed us of his role with the target program for independent living.  He encouraged agencies to sign up to be referring agencies so that they can submit applications for their consumers.  He discussed the Pilot program they have initiated.  If the consumer has supportive natural supports, they can submit an application for targeted housing.  He answered questions from the group and gave us a lot of information.
Agency Updates:
Montgomery DSS:  John Young reported that assistance will be available, starting September 17th, to help those who qualify with housing preparation for the winter. Applications are being taken now for Special Assistance-In Home.  Contact DSS for questions at 910-576-6531.
Richmond County Schools:  Paulette Wall reported that they have 48 documented homeless children so far. They have broken ground for the new homeless shelter on Airport Road with the Place of Grace Mission.  They will have 16 beds for men to start.  There is also a house for women and children.  There is a home in Hoffman open to women and children that is a 9-month program to help get them on their feet.  Contact Paulette Wall for information.
Moore County Schools:  Casey reports they currently have 153 homeless students.

Family Endeavors:  Jamal informed us that Sharon Covington will be coming instead of him from now on.  They house veterans and their families.  They also have a transitional house for HIV positive people.
Family Promise: Susan Bellew says they are having their big fundraiser on October 22nd.  Tickets are $50.00 at the Fairbarn in Pinehurst.  They have 14 beds and 6 are filled.  She said she has a small grant for security deposits and rental assistance if needed.
Friend to Friend: Janeen reported earlier under Grantee Reports.
Montgomery County Schools:  Alisa says they have 10 homeless students.

W&G Community Services:  They have a home for 3 IDD adults in Morven (Anson County). They will also accept respite.

Gladys Marshall:  She has land in Montgomery County to build a transitional house.  She needs to start fundraising soon.  She is assisting a family now.

Brown’s Golden Care:  Carol has restructured her business to Brown’s Golden Care.  She has taken on 14 more facilities.  Carol and Linda are a busy team! They provide in-home medical services and mental health assessments.  They also do Comprehensive Clinical Assessments.  They work with Alzheimer’s and dementia people as well.  They will complete Fl-2’s and assist them in admissions to a facility if needed.  You have to have Medicaid, insurance or private pay.

Bob Huber-Bridge of the Sandhills:  He has an immediate need for a roommate for a consumer at Creston Commons in Southern Pines.  They are having a Kevin Hines event-Suicide Prevention soon.

Hoke County Schools:  Danelle says they have 44 homeless students.  

Anson County Schools:  Kam says they have 11 homeless children.  There will be a parking lot ministry at Ebenezer Church in Wadesboro on 9/26/15.  They will have food, clothing, activities and flu shots from Wal-Greens and Wingate University Pharmacy students.

PSI:  Wanda says they have a Housing First program that is for homeless people or families with no income, but will be working on an income soon.  Utilities & deposits are paid.  The goal is that you get housing first, then work on your other issues.  They will take people from other counties.  She currently works in the Guilford County PSI office.  There are 3 shelters and a tent city also.

Being no further business, the meeting was adjourned by Wanda Feldt.
