AHRMM MEETING MINUTES
November 17, 2015

The meeting was called to order by Vice-Chair, Susan Bellew. She welcomed all attendees. 
Introductions 
Attendee introductions were made.
Approval of October 2015 Minutes

Motion was made by Kathy Inman to approve the minutes, seconded by Linda McPhatter.
Motion to approve was offered and carried.

Balance of State Steering Committee Update:
..Donna McCormick informed the group that the Steering Committee call this month was reviewing the Coordinated Assessment and Emergency Response Forms(ERF). Donna handed out the ERF’s to everyone.  SCAP and Family Promise are the two agencies that we refer homeless individuals to for further screening.  Sharon Covington from Family Endeavors explained how Cumberland County is doing their CA process.  She shared handouts with us to review.  She offered any assistance to help us with our process.  
..We decided on a code for the Emergency Response Forms when you fill them out in order to determine where they originated from.  On the top right hand corner of the form, put your agency’s initials, the birthmonth of the homeless person/your intials.  (Example:  SHC11/dm

This reads:  Sandhills Center, birthmonth is November/my initials, dm).

..Pastor Gary Richardson was not able to attend to present the Place of Grace Rescue Mission update.

Grantee Reports:
Friend-to-Friend- Nikki Locklear gave us the numbers for their shelter.  They have 6 women and 6 children.  They recently had their annual “Take Back the Night” fundraiser and it was a success.
SCAP:   Nina informed us of their vacancies in the Transitional Homes:  Anson has 1; Richmond has 1; and the 1 Shelter Plus Care voucher is full.
Old Business:  Donna took up some AHRMM Membership applications.  She asked everyone to please send their applications in asap.
New Business:  We discussed finding new locations for our meetings.  Several options were mentioned and will be followed up at a later date.
Agency Updates:
Montgomery DSS:  John Young reported that Salvation Army is there to assist with emergency needs of clients.  The heat and energy assistance program begins December 1st.  They will start the application for persons 65 years of age and older or disabled.  
W&G Community Services:  They have a home for 3 IDD adults in Morven (Anson County). They will also provide respite services.  Call Fannie Clyburn at 704-475-4643 for information.
Brown’s Golden Care:  Carol has restructured her business to Brown’s Golden Care.  Linda McPhatter has re-joined Brown’s Golden Care.  She is still working with Medicaid fraud in Cumberland County.
Bob Huber-Bob talked about the possibility of a men’s shelter in Moore County.  Fritz Healy is heading it up.  December 8th, they will be having another meeting at the Douglas Community Center in Southern Pines.  All interested parties need to attend.  There is a 2000 square foot building on Bennett Street as a possible shelter site.  The Pilot newspaper also wants to do a series on homelessness in Moore County.
Hoke County Schools:  Danelle reported that they have 45 homeless students.  They are having a Walk-For-Hunger and Homelessness on November 19th from 4-6 at the High School.  The Harvest Food Bank is partnering with them to do a mobile pantry behind the courthouse from 10-12 noon with 10,000 lbs. of food will be given away.  
Family Endeavors:  Sharon wants to join our coalition and be a part of our community.  
Anson County Schools: Kam reports 34 homeless students.  There are a high number of children in the Foster Care program.  The Social Workers have paired the children up with “Shop with a Cop” program for Christmas.  They also have 7 sponsors for food so far.
SCAP:  Nina handed out brochures for the STARS program.
Monarch: Relena Hair reports they have the following openings:  Circlewood Group Home has 1vacancy; Richmond Co. IDD apartments has 1; Moore Co. IDD apartments have1; Hoke I & II has 1vacancy and Richmond Co. Charlotte Street IDD apartment has 1 vacancy.
Sandhills Center:  The State is asking all LME/MCO’s to develop a comprehensive Housing Plan identifying gaps/barriers to housing and services.  We have put together a Housing survey for your agency’s completion.  We asked the group to help us in developing a local landlord list.  

Rockingham Housing Authority:  Chereka says they are opening Section 8 wait list on December 10th.  They are having a “Yam Jam” with the Food Bank soon.  They will distribute a flyer soon.


First-In-Families:  Beverly says they are gearing up for Operation Santa.  It will focus on persons with IDD (Intellectual Disability Disorders). They serve 8 counties.  They are accepting donations if you’d like to contribute.  
Family Promise:  Susan says her agency has a small grant for homeless prevention for families due to a heartache situation such as:  loss of a job, medical crisis; fire burned them out of their home.  It’s basically for a “bump in the road” temporary situation.  $500-$600 can be spent for this.

HCDV:  Carol Davis is the Executive Director for the Hoke County Domestic Violence and Sexual Assault Center.  They offer counseling and support for these victims.  Her number is:  910-878-0116.  They are not a shelter.
