The time has come to elect the Regional Lead, Alternate Lead and the Webmaster for our coalition.  There was a PIT training call that several members participated on last week.  Donna will send out the dates of future calls that are happening with the NCCEH so that members can participate if they choose.  
Coordinated Assessment:  Everyone was asked to remember to turn in their Emergency Response Forms.  Many forms were turned in today.  Nina Walker will get the forms today and update them to the NCCEH.  We have to turn in a quarterly report.

A motion was made for Donna by Kathy Inman, seconded by Sharon Covington.  The motion carried.

Agency Updates:
PSI:  Wanda informed us that they are staying busy serving the homeless in Guilford County.  They have the Shelter Plus Care program that assists with permanent supportive housing.

Sandhills Center:  The State is asking all LME/MCO’s to come up with a comprehensive Housing Plan identifying gaps/barriers to housing and services.  We asked the group to help us in developing a local landlord list. The Housing Specialists are going to meet with the NC Housing Finance Agency in Raleigh soon to see what services or funding they can offer our consumers.  

Donna informed the group that Phil Hewett is retiring on March 31st.  We hate to see him go but wish him much happiness. 

Montgomery DSS:  John informed us that they are busy taking LEAIP applications for anyone needing energy assistance. John says they are trying to meet the requirements for the Food Stamp program.  They could lose some of their funding if requirements aren’t met.
Family Endeavors: Sharon is busy with the PIT count preparations in her counties.  She reminded us that we need to get up to date on the 211 listing for AHRMM.  She will make this a goal for this year.

Friend-to-Friend: Nikki informed us that they now have a Human Trafficking hotline.  The number is 1-844-GETOUT1.  They also have a bullying text message hotline where someone can text them about a bullying incident and they will contact the school counselor(s).  
Anson County Schools: Kam reports 45 homeless students.  
SCAP:  Nina says the Self-Sufficiency program is taking applications.  It’s based on your income and it’s designed to assist in continuing your education or to help with job search.  You can call 910-947-5675, ext. 30 for an application.  Nina also said their Section 8 waiting list is down to 125.  They may open up the waiting list sometime in 2016.
Domestic Violence and Rape Crisis Center in Scotland:  Sharon says that they have some openings at the shelter.  They can house 20 people up to 60 days.  They are busy partnering with the community colleges and are offering support groups for men.  

First In Families:  Beverly says they may have money to give motel vouchers to  persons with IDD (Intellectual &Developmental disabilities)  that are having housing issues.  Call her at 910-692-8272, ext. 225 for more details.

Brown’s Golden Care:  Carol & Linda are still traveling NC providing in-home care assistance for people with medical and mental disorders.  They informed us that there is a boarding home in Lumberton that will take people with our disabilities.  They have a capacity for up to 7.  The number to call is:  910-318-9667. It is based on the person’s income. 
Carol also said they can actually be a person’s primary care provider or they can work alongside their primary care provider.
Monarch: Relena and Kathy informed us of openings:  Pine Terrace group home has 1; Wiregrass Apartments has 1; McArthur apartments are full; Hoke County IDD has 3 openings; Asheboro Group Home for IDD has 1; Richmond IDD apartments has 1; Charlotte Street apartments in Richmond Co. has 1 and Moore County apartments for IDD has 1vacancy. Relena also informed us that their referral system is changing.  Stephanie Haas is the new Referral Coordinator and can be reached at 704-986-1879 or Stephanie.Haas@monarchnc.org.

 Therapeutic Alternatives:  Bob informed us that the Hospital Transition Team (HTT) is very busy.  They are serving Sandhills Center’s 9 counties.  

Hoke County Schools:  Danelle reports there are 113 homeless students.  
Sherri Donahue:  Came as a guest today.  Welcome!!  She is a LPC licensed in NC and used to work with sex offenders.  She is connected with the military and is new to the area.

FYI:  There is a SOAR training in Raleigh on March 23rd & 24th.  It is $90 for NCCEH members and $110 for non-members.  It is an intensive training for professionals to learn how to complete accurate disability applications for consumers that has a very short turn-around approval time.
