The meeting was called to order by Sharon Covington. She welcomed all attendees. 
Introductions 
Attendee introductions were made.
Approval of January 2016 Minutes

Motion was made by Kathy Inman to approve the minutes, seconded by Dr. Mary Ratliff.
Motion to approve was offered and carried.

Balance of State Steering Committee Update & Coordinated Assessment
There was much discussion today about the Coordinated Entry Assessment process.  Sharon Covington serves on several different Continuum’s of Care in NC.  She informed us of the Boot Camp training she recently attended with the NC Coalition to End Homelessness.  The Governor has issued a challenge across the State to end veteran homelessness.  What is our plan?  We discussed the need for more money for better resources.  

The Coordinated Assessment committee is as follows:  Nina Walker, Chair, Rasheeda Sturdivant, Mary Pat Buie, Donna McCormick and Kenneth Kelly.  They will meet and discuss the requirements we as a housing committee need to adhere to.  They will give a brief report at the next meeting.  

Sharon mentioned that there is a “functional 0” for Coordinated Assessment.  There is a tracking tool template she showed us to keep our data.  The idea is to have homeless people permanently housed within 30 days upon our entry.  This is a very big task for us due to limited resources.

Sharon informed us that if we have a homeless person needing transportation to a shelter in Fayetteville, contact the Salvation Army to transport.

PIT Count:  Susan Bellew gave us an update on the PIT count forms.  Please turn them in to her asap.  They are due to Raleigh on Friday of this week.  We had more participation this year and we are awarded Housing Choice Vouchers according to our PIT count data.  Thanks to all of the members participating in the count.  Chereka Belton-Odom and Kelly Hutchinson actually went out counting under the bridge in Rockingham.  Awesome!

Emergency Response Forms:  Nina Walker said to submit those to her.  She keeps a tally of the reports.  Her e-mail is:  ninawalker@nc.rr.com.  The committee is going to work on the forms with more information to add to them.

NC 211 Directory:  It is like the 411 Information line.  It’s a resource for finding agency information in your county.  Our regional housing committee needs to be added to this list. 
We need to come up with an updated Resource List for our 5 AHRMM counties. 

Grantee Reports:
Friend-to-Friend-Nikki informed us that they currently have 2 women and 4 children in the domestic violence shelter.
SCAP:   Quiotti reports that there are 2 vacancies in the Anson County transitional home and they have 2 vacancies in the Richmond County home.  Call SCAP if you have a referral at 910-947-5675.  
Old Business:
The next meeting will be at Bob Huber’s church, the Church of Christ located at 220 Campground Road in West End, Carthage area.  It is located off of Highway 15-501 going towards Carthage from Aberdeen.  We will meet in the Youth Room and Bob will give us directions at a later time.
New Business:
Thanks to Kathy Inman for securing the Airport conference room this month for our meetings.  Until further notice, we will meet here every other month from now on.  Also, thanks to Kathy for the good refreshments and juice today.
Agency Updates:
Sandhills Center:    Donna informed the group that Phil Hewett is retiring on March 31st.  We hate to see him go but wish him much happiness. 

Montgomery DSS:  John says a weatherization staff person comes to DSS but they don’t have a schedule.  Call DSS at 910-576-6531 for questions on this program.

Anson County Schools: Dr. Ratliff reports 50 homeless students.  This allows the school to apply for a grant that will increase their funding.
SCAP:  Nina says the Self-Sufficiency program is taking applications.  It’s based on your income and it’s designed to assist in continuing your education or to help with job search.  You can call 910-947-5675, ext. 30 for an application.  Nina also said their Section 8 waiting list is getting way down now.  They may open up the waiting list sometime in March or April.
Brown’s Golden Care:  Carol & Linda are still traveling NC providing in-home care assistance for people with medical and mental disorders.  Linda says they are getting more staff, which is very much needed.  Linda is still working with the Cumberland County Medicaid fraud agency.  They are working to identify daycares that are over-populated.  
Monarch: Relena and Kathy informed us to go on their website at www.monarchnc.org.  They are having some organizational restructuring at this time. Stephanie Haas is the new Referral Coordinator and can be reached at 704-986-1879 or Stephanie.Haas@monarchnc.org.

Therapeutic Alternatives:  Bob informed us that the Hospital Transition Team (HTT) is very busy.  They are serving Sandhills Center’s 9 counties.  He may invite one of the staff to come to our meetings.  He left TA magnets for our use.  He discussed the mobile crisis unit at TA.  Their 1-800 number is on the magnet.  
Kenneth Kelly-veterans:  Go to NCWorks.gov for information on that program for people.  They offer free, on-line courses and a link for someone to apply for unemployment benefits, among other things.

Place of Grace Rescue Mission:  Pastor Richardson informed us that they are full.  He invited us on a tour of the rescue mission just up the street when we adjourn.  They partner with Richmond Community College offering GED and on-line courses.  They are offering a heavy equipment operator course now.  A lot of the area businesses have hired people from the Place of Grace Mission.  They are in need of laundry detergent, large and extra large trash bags and bleach.  
Family Promise:  Susan informed us that they are still working on a permanent facility for Family Promise.  They are meeting this week with the Town Planning Board to get approval.

REFORM:  Kelly says they are looking for resources for men and boys with felonies.  Their girls program is going well.  They are working on self-esteem and communication strategies now.  They serve girls from 11-17 years old.  

Trinity Services:  Rasheeda says they currently have a MOA(memorandum of agreement) with the Richmond County Schools to provide services.

New Horizons:  Kelly informed us that they have 10-11 domestic violence beds open.  They are a multi-disciplinary team.  
FYI:  There is a SOAR(SSI/SSDI Outreach, Access and Recovery) training in Raleigh on March 23rd & 24th.  It is $90 for NCCEH members and $110 for non-members.  It is an intensive training for professionals to learn how to complete disability applications for consumers and it has a very short turn-around approval time.
