 Agency Updates:
Sandhills Center:    Donna informed the group of the recent visit from the Dept. of Justice evaluator.  Sandhills “Transitions to Community Living program” was reviewed and did very well.  
Montgomery DSS:  John says they are hiring new staff.  

Anson Co. DSS:  Thomasina says they recently found housing for a lady that was in the ER for up to 2 weeks.  She had no income and was difficult to place.  She is doing well now.  They have 2 positions available in Medicaid.

Anson County Schools:  Kam reports there are 54 homeless students.  They are involved in the Relay for Life cancer fundraiser.  They are transitioning students from one grade level to another and are active in kindergarten registration and Special Olympics. They are hosting the School Social Worker’s conference next Spring.  
Richmond County Schools:  Paulette reports 152 homeless students and 12 siblings.   
SCAP:  Quiotti says they have 3 openings in the Anson County transitional home with 2 families that moved into permanent housing recently.  They have 3 openings at the Rockingham transitional home with 1 family that moved into permanent housing.  Please fax your referrals to:  704-694-4787.

Friend-to-Friend:  Nikki informed us that Sexual Assault & Human Trafficking training on April 4th was successful.  Donna & Mary Pat attended and praised the group for a very informative and interesting training.  Nikki says that they are developing new programs and need volunteers.
Brown’s Golden Care:  Carol and Linda are traveling all over NC.  There is a home in Greensboro, JMJ, that serves people with Mental Health and IDD disorders.
