The meeting was called to order by Donna McCormick. She welcomed all attendees. 
Introductions 
Attendee introductions were made.
Approval of April 2016 Minutes

Motion was made to approve the April minutes by Sharon Covington, seconded by Linda McPhatter.  Motion to approve was offered and carried.

Balance of State Steering Committee Update & Coordinated Assessment
…Sharon discussed the restructuring of the Regional Committees.  She asked for our feedback and we decided to proceed with the restructuring.  Sharon informed us of the Coordinated Assessment information and the Emergency Response Forms for homeless people.  
…Nina was on the call this month.  She informed us that there is no more funds for the Transitional Homes so Richmond and Anson homes are now closed.  

There is a mother and 3 children we discussed that are homeless and hopefully the Baptist’s Children’s Home in Richmond County can assist.  Nina announced that she will no longer be able to be the CA Lead Person for AHRMM.  No one volunteered to take this on.  We will discuss this further at our next meeting.    Nina passed out minutes from the March CA committee meeting.  We need to start identifying where the ERF (Emergency Response Forms) referrals are going to.  
…Anne Frieson suggested that we hire a Homeless Coordinator to track the homeless piece of the Coordinated Assessment (CA).  

…Sharon mentioned that the area Town/County officials need to appoint a person to oversee homeless activity in each county.  

…Carol & Linda announced that Marti’s Boarding Homes in Lumberton is facing opposition.  Not sure if this will be a referral source.
Grantee Reports

Friend-To-Friend:  Domestic Violence Shelter currently has 6 women, 9 children and 1 pet.  They can house up to 34 women & children.  A 90-day program.  They are starting a research project in August on Self-Sufficiency.  She reminded us to go on the website:  www.sandhillshomeless.com.  
…She informed us that the Human Trafficking National hotline is receiving more calls now.  NC is the 5th largest State in the USA for Human Trafficking.  
***Congratulations on Anne for receiving the “Citizen of the Year” award recently in Moore County.***
SCAP:  Nina says they have 1 Shelter Plus Care resident that is doing well.
Old Business

New Business

We discussed different places to meet in the future.  No one had a definite place other than maybe the Richmond County Municipal Building on Hancock Street.  The parking is adjacent to the building.  
 Agency Updates:
Sandhills Center:    Donna informed everyone that they are busy calling area landlords for available and affordable apartments around the Sandhills area.  Please let Donna or Mary Pat know of any private landlords that are willing to work with people that have low incomes.
Donna asked about any HIV positive housing options.  There is an option in Fayetteville.  Michelle Bates is the contact at 910-672-6166.

Montgomery DSS:  John says they have hired 3 new staff.  They are awaiting the budget now.  
Anson Co. DSS:  Thomasina says they have 5 Special Assistance In-Home slots available.  She mentioned a landlord, Steve Deberry, that wants to build some Boarding Houses soon.  He has an apartment for rent $550 per month.  Utilities are included.
Anson County Schools:  Kam reports there are 57 homeless students.  They are involved in the Relay for Life cancer fundraiser.  They are gearing up for testing and graduation .  MTSS is a program that brings all disciplines together addressing all needs of the child.  They sign an agreement with Dr. Elliott to provide healthcare to uninsured children.  They are transitioning students into the Summer Enrichment programs now.
SCAP:  As stated before, the Transitional Homes are no longer in operation.  Nina was encouraged to stay on the AHRMM Housing Committee.  She hopes to.

Baptist Children’s Home:  Welcome Lynn Garner and Teresa Cahoon!  They informed us that there are 12 homes in the State of NC.  There are 44 families being served; single women and children.  There is a new home in Marston called the Smith Home.  It serves 4 families.  They can serve women up to 9 months.  Have to be out of a Domestic Violence for 6 months.  They will relocate people to other counties.  They handed out brochures with useful information.
Their home in Marston opened up last August.  Call them for an application at 910-205-2910.
Monarch:  There are 2 vacancies for IDD (Intellectual Developmental Disabilities) in Hamlet, 1 in Randolph County; 1 in Moore and 2 Mental Health vacancies in Wadesboro.  The Circlewood Group Home in Richmond Co. is full.
Friend-to-Friend:  Anne is looking for an Advisor for her MSW internship person at the shelter. 
Brown’s Golden Care:  Linda informed us that she is seeing a lot of bed bug problems in her home visits.  Carol says they are having difficulty locating Substance Use treatment facilities.  
Hoke County DSS:  Tammy says that they have Special Assistance In-Home slots available and are working through the waiting list.  

Family Endeavors:  Sharon says that they are busy housing homeless veterans.  They are having a 2K run fundraiser on Wednesday from 10-2 in Raeford. They are bringing soap, shampoo, shaving gel, etc. to give to the veterans.
Daymark ACTT:  Welcome to Amber Medlin, the Team Lead for ACTT.  She informed us what her role is.  They currently have 43 consumers and numerous referrals are being made.  They can take up to 75.  She distributed handouts to the group.  They currently serve all of the Sandhills area, except for Guilford County.  

Being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
