We are not sure how this is going to work yet.  Our Regional Lead is out today but will steer us in the right direction as we know more.

Grantee Reports

SCAP:  Nina said they still have the 1 Shelter Plus Care permanent supportive housing grant person in place and she is doing well.  Their transitional homes are now closed.
Friend-to-Friend:  No report
 Agency Updates
Sandhills Center:    Donna informed everyone that they are busy calling area landlords for available and affordable apartments around the Sandhills area.  Please let Donna or Mary Pat know of any private landlords that are willing to work with people that have low incomes.  Donna & Mary Pat are more involved in the Transitions to Community Living Program.  
Montgomery DSS:  John says they have hired 3 new staff.  They are awaiting the budget now. 
Anson Co. DSS:  Thomasina says they have 5 Special Assistance In-Home slots available.  They are having a “Toys for Tots” carnival on July 11th from 10-2 at Lilesville Park.

Anson County Schools:  Dr. Ratliff says they have 67 documented homeless students.  They are creating a homeless school next year.  Summer school started recently and they have an overwhelming 300+ attendance.  Food is served during the school hours and a nurse is available.  

Moore County Schools:  Casey says they have 352 documented homeless students.  They are having “host houses” for unsheltered youth through the Faith-based community and will provide training to the host houses.

SCAP:  They have the STARS program in Moore, Montgomery and Richmond counties.  The Single family Rehab program is in Anson & Montgomery counties.  You have to be 62 years old and above and need repairs to your home in order to stay living in your home.  They can do up to $45,000 in repairs.  Call Nina Walker at 910-947-5675, ext. 25 for referrals.  Their Section 8 is closed.  They are pulling from their wait list now.
Baptist Children’s Home:  Teresa says they have 2 families now and are interviewing one today.  They will still have one opening left.  Call her cell at:  252-394-5109.  Their home number is:  910-205-2910.
Brown’s Golden Care:  Linda is on vacation this week.  Carol says they are getting more referrals and are quite busy.  

Hoke County DSS:  Tammy says they continue to be a Target Key referring agency for the State.  This is a great permanent supportive housing option to those who qualify.
NC Works/Veterans:  Ken says they are having a “Stand Down” for Veterans on August 10th in Troy.  It will be at the James Garner Conference Center. They need volunteers!  His number is:  910-944-7697.  They will offer disability updates, immunizations, job fair booths, hair cuts and food!  They need employers.  Pinehurst Resort has announced that they have 11 positions open for cooks.    Go to ncworks.gov for information.
REFORM:  Kelly informed us that they are having an Ex-Offender come and talk to her men’s group about coming from incarcerated to successful.  He has built a cleaning business and is making a lot of money!  This is the 4th Saturday in July at the Library from 2-4. Her girl’s group is going well.  They meet every 3 weeks.  Self-esteem, confidence, bullying and communications are topic discussed with the group.  

Loaves and Fishes of the Pee Dee:  Paul and Karen discussed their food ministry.  They recently had a 20-passenger bus donated that is in need of repair.  They deliver food to homeless people.  We discussed maybe getting a grant from the City to assist.  Nina gave Karen the name of the person who does grants for the City of Rockingham.  You can also go to www.grants.gov
for information.
