Balance of State Steering Committee Update
-Michelle Bates provided tremendous assistance with this update.  

-Restructuring of Coordinated Assessment reduced regions from 26 to 13.  

-Goal to develop a streamlined Coordinated Assessment.

-Veterans Subgroup that meets on BOS Steering Committee meets quarterly in Charlotte to address homelessness in Veterans.

-Donna provided numbers for Veterans in AHRMM Counties.

Coordinated Assessment Update and Election of a New CA Lead:

-Donna asked Nina Walker about staying on as CA Lead.  Nina is willing to assist a new person.  Martin McCall will think about it because he has prior experience.  Michelle Bates can assist by providing us with advice but cannot be the lead.  Nina will stay on as Lead while we are seeking someone to take on the position.  
Restructuring of the Regional Housing Committees
-Randolph, Johnson, and Lee-Harnett will join AHRMM in January 2017.  There are thoughts that the meetings will be held quarterly and venue will be in Moore County as the central location.  There is lots of resistance to this structure.  The locations and how often the meetings happen is To Be Determined.   

-Group discussion of how often AHRMM will continue to meet.  Lee-Harnett and Randolph are going to continue their monthly meetings.

-Michelle Bates stated that we need monthly meetings because the converged region is so large.

-Kam A. McDonald said we need monthly meetings to continue working on our goals.

-Wanda Feldt replied that monthly meetings will allow us to continue sharing with the community agencies present.

-Donna McCormick announced that monthly meetings will allow us to network with each other.

-Grantees have to be at all the Regional Meetings as well as the AHRMM Lead, Alternate Lead, and anyone else in AHRMM who desires to attend.

-Carol Brown Encouraged monthly meetings because lots of information is provided.
-AHRMM will continue to meet monthly and send representatives to the Regional Meetings.

Grantee Reports

SCAP:  

-Nina reported one person in the one unit they have and are in the process of resubmitting an application for this unit.  

Friend-to-Friend:

-Nikki reported 6 women and 7 children living in their shelter.  

-A woman who is disabled and has 5 children needs housing, and she has disability income.  The Target Key Program was mentioned and to call Frank Bryant.  You can request additional spaces per Donna.

New Business

Agency Updates:
Sandhills Center-Donna reported on Transition to Community Living.  Transition Housing Coordinator is the new Title for Mary Pat Buie and Donna.  They interview and screen people in assisted living with mental illness.  They have 90 days to find them housing in the community.  Donna and Mary Pat are traveling a lot across the state to accomplish this.  They are still available for now for this meeting, but will keep us posted on further developments.

-Mobile Crisis for Sandhills Health Call Center is 1.800.256.2452 for persons who are at-risk in the community and need help getting linked to mental health services.  

-Landlords can get guaranteed rent, damages, and security deposits paid by state.  Lots of money comes with the initiative for permanent, supportive, housing.

Anson County Schools-Kam announced the Stuff the Bus school supply and uniform drive at Wal-Mart each weekend in August.  Superintendent Michael Freeman sent a bus there for the community to collect school tools.  The School District is preparing for the new school year with convocation on 8/23/16.

-A Back to School Bash will be hosted by County Commissioner Vancine R. Sturdivant, Faith-Based Center of Hope, and several other organizations and individuals on 8/20/16 from 10a-2p at Harvest Ministries.
Transition Hospital Team-Bob reported that they are busy because they are now serving Medicaid patients and expanding the staff.

First in Families-Beverly announced a Back to School Giveaway on 8/26/16 from 9am-1pm.  Accepting and giving away donations of school supplies for anyone in our region at the ARC of Moore County Office on Bennett St.

Family Promise-Susan reported a 5 Bedroom house with 4 rooms for families and 1 for staff at 400 Saunders Blvd. in Aberdeen.  There is a lengthy waiting list.  They are no longer using churches.  Moore County Schools is providing backpacks, school supplies, etc. to the families, which consists of 4 Moms and 8 children.

-Nikki told about the Harvest Program with Harvest Brown

Second Chance Homes-LaFayette and Martin announced a Women and Men’s Home for rent for single family use. Women at 365 Carlisle, Men at Harding St. for rent for $500.  910.638.1600.  

-Back to School event on 8/27/16 for the neighborhood kids at the Pool Park.  

-Backpacks and School Supplies will be provided for church members.
-Texas Roadhouse will provide salads and rolls, peanuts, and coupons, etc. 

Montgomery County DSS-John Young reported a FEMA grant, they have SIP applications, and they are partnering with Montgomery Community College for grants.

Rockingham Housing Authority-Cherika reported they are a full capacity, and vacancies filled fast.  Public Housing waiting list is open but a 6 mth-1yr. wait.  

-New STEM program in September to help with employability skills for youth.  150+ kids, 230 people in attendance.

Anson County DSS-Thomasina reported 2 people who are homeless.  1 was sent by the court and went with Mr. Chambers for housing.

-2 positions open:  SW III in Foster Care and Income Maintenance II for Transportation

-1 SA slot open.

Brown’s Golden Care-Carol reported they are very busy because they have picked up facilities.  DSS, and hospitals are referring patients.  She is seeking help for a couple from Cumberland County.  
Domestic Violence/Sexual Assault-Nikki announced they are seeking a part-time Client Service Advocate for weekends.

Family Endeavors-Michelle announced Utility Assistance from 9a-2p if renting home to avoid disconnection which serviced 21 Veterans this year.

-Landlord Luncheon planned due to problems with getting Landlords to rent at low rates.

-Emailed flyer to Donna for Utility Assistance Program.

Abundant Life Ministries C.O.G.I.C.-Pastor Tonya Anderson from Hoke County announced that she is here to gather information as they determine a project to work on.  The church owns housing.  They are looking at Affordable Housing.  910.574.3590.

Housing First Program of Guilford-Wanda Feldt reported that the grant is ending 12/31/16 but hopefully new grants will appear.

-No vouchers due to money frozen.  66 people need housing, gets Case Management once per month per HUD regulations.
-Guilford County not a part of BOS and is standing alone.

TCDS (Totally Committed Diabetic Supplies)-Wanda Cameron announced that she created this program because her Mother had a severe case of diabetes.

-Recommend to Medicaid and Private Insurance.

-Mail out supplies every month, not a Walk-In.  910.690.2608. Wanda is the Office Manager and her son Willie is the receptionist.

SCAP-Nina announced the STARS Program at 302 Leak St. in Rockingham for applications.  It helps low income individuals increase to above the financial guidelines of poverty.  Available in AHRMM Counties and has sent people to become Barbers, Dental Assistants, CNAs, and to obtain CDLs.

-Section 8 is closed.  There are 174 people on the waiting list.

-Resubmitted Shelter Plus application for 1 slot for chronically homeless person.

Trinity Services-Rasheeda announced they can conduct psych evaluations with Dr. Schell.  MOA, MST, Contingency Management focused on adolescent Substance Abuse

Community Representative for Southern Pines-Dina Wade announced she is attending on behalf of Pastor Winfield.
