Introductions

Balance of State Steering Committee Update: 
Donna discussed the BOS Steering Committee call that was on Tuesday, March 7th at 10:30.  The newly formed Regions have been set up and are meeting on a quarterly basis now.  Our AHRMM counties have merged with Randolph, Lee, Harnett and Johnston counties.  The grantee agencies are only required to attend these new regional meetings to report on their grants.

Any agency within AHRMM that is wanting to apply for housing funds is required to apply  through this Regional committee.  Donna gave everyone the www.ncceh.org e-mail address of anyone wanting to inquire about applying for a grant.  A letter of Intent needs to be filled out if an agency is thinking about it.  Donna informed the Veteran agencies of the Veteran’s Homeless 
Plans that are due by April 1, 2017.  
Donna informed everyone of the Region 7 Quarterly Meeting.  It will be held on Thursday, April 6th at 9:30 in the Van Dusen Hall at Sandhills Community College Room 103.  Parking is best in the back of the college.  Come up the steps through several doors to the right.

Point-in-Time Count:  Debbie Cole received the paperwork from the different counties in our Region 7.  She could not get the homeless shelter, Harvest Ministries in Wadesboro to report or the Outreach for Jesus in Hamlet.  She will get us the numbers as soon as the State releases it.

Agency Updates
Golden Care:  Carol Brown’s home based agency continues to grow especially in the Rocky Mount area.  Carol recently had a neck injury and we are glad she is getting well.

Sandhills Center:  Donna McCormick said her and Mary Pat, the other Housing Specialist, are busy in meetings with the Transition to Community Living program.  They are continuously updating a landlord list and are in need of more landlords.  
Montgomery County DSS:  John Young reports that their new Director is working out well.  She comes from Moore County DSS.  Their agency is preparing to go through an audit soon.  
Trinity Services:  Rasheeda Sturdivant is busy working with her therapy services at Trinity.
Anson DSS:  Thomasina Wall is glad to report that the Transportation worker vacancy has been filled.  They have more crisis money available and have 1 SA In-Home slot available.
REFORM:  Kelly Hutchinson reported that the girls program is working well.  They are still in need of a meeting space.  She is always looking for more community resources.  Kelly informed us that the Smith Family Home in Marston takes women with at least 1 child in their custody.
Daymark ACTT:  Amey Parkins came today for her 1st meeting.  She explained what she does and is interested in networking with homeless/housing agencies for resources.  
TA Hospital Transition Team:  Bob Huber explained his role and responsibilities.  He also informed us about his private company, “Bridge of the Sandhills.”  He informed us of a halfway house for men in recovery being started in Aberdeen called “Chloe’s House.”  It will be opening within 30-45 days and need referrals. He informed us that his church, Christ Community in Pinehurst is willing to assist homeless or at-risk for homeless individuals with funding for case management, outpatient/inpatient treatment, etc.  

True Worship Ministry:  Sherry Allgood informed us that their clothing closet is expanding and are looking for a new building to hold their supplies.  It is open Thursday’s 9-3.  There is a feeding site for Montgomery County Aging on Monday’s 11-1.  Hot meals provided and some assistance for families in need.  Her contact number:  919-395-3918.
Why Not Me Services:  Tawanda Bennett reports her agency works with at-risk clients and is going well.  She is continuously looking for resources.  They checked into zoning and do not have to go through the process.  She is providing shelter to 2 homeless and one has moved out to find a job.  Her contact number:  910-975-1416.
