Call to Meeting:
Tim Emmert welcomed members and gave an overview of the meeting agenda. 

Introduction of members and agencies followed.
The July minutes were recommended for approval.  Motion to approve was offered and carried.
Old Business:

Wanda Feldt presented an update from the B.O.S. Steering Committee:

Steering Committee voted to accept score card changes.  There is now a scorecard for existing grantees and a scorecard for requests from organizations previously not receiving funding.  Request was made that we vote and rank the applications that we were submitting and the ranking order in which ARMM would like them funded.

Update from Susan Bellew on the HUD key area web cast:

HUD provides rental assistance for 4.8 million households, across multiple programs at various risks.  There is a lack of residential choice and housing is getting older and in various stages of disrepair. They are looking to streamline rental assistance and program administration by offering project and tenant based vouchers giving the client a choice. 

New Business:
Wendy Russell and Michelle Bauer gave a presentation of the Arc of Moore.
Subrina presented an update on transitional housing:

She indicated SCAP has received multiple referrals.  There is one referral that is being filled for Anson, two families are in the process of moving from the Richmond County House and the Moore County housing is full.

Project funding:
We have two groups seeking funding Sandhills LME and Sandhills Community Action Program.

Request was made that all individuals affiliated with the two groups step out of the room during the discussion on funding and the voting.

A complete application, score card (applicants were asked to score their own application) and letters of support were furnished by Sandhills LME.  Sandhills Community Action Program submitted an incomplete application and a score card approximately a half hour into the deliberation by ARMM members.

A discussion was held and a vote was taken resulting in the following outcome:

· ARMM members voted unanimously (7-0) to approve the applications for funding of both Sandhills LME and Sandhills Community Action Program

· ARMM members voted unanimously (7-0) to rank the Sandhills LME application #1 and the Sandhills Community Action Program application #2

· ARMM members expressed their feeling the wave of the future is the voucher system as it is a way for our region to increase funding and serve more persons in need

· ARMM members expressed that they were favorably impressed with Sandhills LME submitting their complete pre-application and support letters to ARMM members on time for consideration

· ARMM members asked that both Sandhills LME and Sandhills Community Action Program submit a copy of their most recent audit to ARMM at the September 21st meeting

· ARMM members recognize that the #2 ranking means that funding is not guaranteed for the transitional housing operated by Sandhills Community Action Program.  IF the transitional housing is funded then ARMM members asked for two additional assurances from Sandhills Community Action Program: (a) All phone calls be returned within 24 hours; (b) ARMM members be furnished with a complete preapplication including the budget worksheet and letters.

This information was shared with both agencies.
Motion to adjourn was made and carried.
