Call to Meeting:
Tim Emmert called meeting to order and welcomed members. 

Introduction of members and agencies present.
There was not a quorum present for February’s meeting, therefore no February minutes.
The January minutes were recommended for approval.  Motion to approve was offered and carried.
Old Business:

a. BoS/CoC steering committee update

Wanda Feldt presented an update from the February BoS/CoC Steering Committee. She stated the Permanent Housing, Transitional Housing and Families Committee Quarterly meetings were as held as follows: Permanent Housing- Feb 15, Transitional Housing- Feb 8 and Families- Feb 22. The ARRM representatives that participated on these calls had nothing additional to report.

Wanda reported that SCAP received renewal funds for Transitional Housing and Shelter Plus Care.  Everyone who participates in the Balance of State must complete a BoS Participant form. There have been new questions added, so all agencies need to complete this for 2011. The form is available to fill out online at

Donna McCormick reported on the March BoS/CoC Steering Committee Call.  They discussed the recommendation for applicants to complete the Application Intent form online.  The PIT count was in January and there are still agencies/regions that don’t have their numbers turned in.  ARMM has submitted our numbers.  HEARTH has been signed into law and new rules for ESG and CoC will go into effect this year.  The focus will move toward helping individuals get permanent housing more quickly.  The new definition for homelessness will go into effect this year.   
b. PIT Count discussion

We will have to wait to get numbers from the BoS this year because they were sent directly in. 
c. Followup Presentations
PATH- Projects for Assistance and Transition from Homelessness

Jennifer King reported that PATH funding is awarded/distributed through the LME.  There is no new money available unless current funding recipients stop using it.  The funds are to assist untreated Mental Health or Substance Abuse individuals who do not currently receive services.  Some funding is used to do SOAR training.
     Governor’s Crime Commission- Linda McPhatter has taken a full time job and will no longer be able to serve on ARMM.  Juliet McMillan volunteered to research GCC and do presentation at next meeting.

d. Additional Updates

Tim did a quick government funding update: 

-HPRP (Rapid Rehousing Funds) are running low, they are trying to find funds to continue this program.  Implementing HEARTH Act is a big focus right now.  

-www.grants.gov is a portal that most agencies have to be enrolled in to apply for government funding.  If you may be interested in applying for grants in future, it is best practice to go ahead and enroll.

-HUD sent out CDBG fund information.  2 types of recipients: Entitlement Communities (Urban areas) that get a set pot of funds that they report to HUD and Non-Entitlement Communities (Rural areas)-have to follow guidelines in NCCIA plan.  Under current guidelines for Non-Entitlement communities, there are few ways in which CDBG funds can be used for homelessness; Tim has made contact with NCCEH to check into this, based on federal HUD definition allowing this.
New Business:
a. Meeting Times
Based on funding/gas prices/etc. discussion was generated about considering alternate ways to meet or changing the number of times we meet.  Ideas included phone/computer conferencing and meeting only months needed to discuss funding applications, PIT count etc.  Relena Hair will check into Monarch’s phone conferencing and Tim will follow up with other options.  A motion was made and carried to not meet in April.  May’s meeting will be in Moore County at The Southern Pines Housing Authority.  SCAP and Sandhills will submit their numbers for March and April at that time.
b. Nominations for Vice-Chair
Jim McCaskill can no longer serve as Vice-Chair.  Nominations were made to fill position.  Motion was made and carried for Michelle Parrish to be Summer Vice-Chair and Kelly Hutchinson to be Winter Vice-Chair.

Subrina Hough reported that SCAP has ESG funds for Anson, Richmond and Moore counties.  These are preventive funds that can be used to assist with household bills in situations where the person can show they will be back on track the next month. These funds can be used to assist young ladies that need uniforms/books to help them towards self-sufficiency.
