Call to Meeting:
Tim Emmert called meeting to order and welcomed members. 

Introduction of members and agencies present.
The floor was opened for any agency announcements. Jennifer King noted that the Low Income Energy Program (LIEP) has some significant changes coming this year.  LIEP goes to those who pay rent and utilities, it is administered in February.  Ms. King indicated that there was a new application but that the details had yet to be announced.  Also new to that program is the fact that recipients will not receive a check directly, the check will go directly to the utility company.  There may be a Nov-March application timeframe.
Phil Hewitt announced that Sandhills LME has yet to receive its S+C award letter from HUD.  Sandhills LME staff continues to get HUD training and is working with Joel Rice from 5 County LME to learn more about administering this program.
Susan Bellew announced that Family Promise received a check from St. Joseph of the Pines for its transitional housing program.

Paulett Wall announced that 158 students in Richmond County went homeless in the 2010-2011 school year.  This is not HUD’s definition and includes families that are “doubled up” with others in housing.  The 158 students represent 62 families.

Kishia Dunlop shared that adult day care homes will be discharging large numbers of mentally disabled persons due to a federal Department of Justice investigation in North Carolina.  Kay Johnson added that there were 38 facilities affected including 1200 persons that will be discharged and will not be Medicaid eligible.  Another 15,000 persons may be released statewide in the coming months.  Ms. Johnson indicated that TAC did a report on this three years ago but it was not acted upon at the state level; the TAC report indicates it will take 6-12 months to transition just one person out of the current system and into a new system of care.

The minutes were reviewed.  Motion to approve minutes with changes/amendments was made and carried.

Ms. Johnson also shared information on Low Income Housing Tax Credit (LIHTC) developments, she encouraged members who are interested in seeing these developments built in their home counties to visit the NC Housing Coalition’s annual conference in September.  LIHTC developers will be at the conference looking to connect with opportunities.
