Balance of State
	The Regional Subcommittee - Teena reported that the CoC application process has begun.  Pre-apps are due on Monday, 10/15 by 6:00 p.m.  Presently, Hickory Housing Authority has expressed an interest in applying as well as Exodus.  Teena noted that the CoC is no longer supporting transitional housing.  The push is towards permanent housing.  There are pro-rata shares available in the amounts if $193,838 (Hickory $57,032 and Catawba County $136,806).  This amount is up over the previous two years.  The match will be 25% compared to the previous dollar for dollar match.    Teena reminded the group that CoC funds must be entered into CHIN.

Agency Updates                 
	A representative of Exodus Works was in attendance to give an overview of the various services offered by Exodus Works.  He asked that everyone in attendance spread the word about the services their group offers.
Jim Starkey told the group about the Veteran’s Retraining Assistance Program (VRAP) which allows those veterans with an honorable discharge age 35-60 to receive retraining.  Jim stated that the government is currently paying for 100,000 vets to go through this retraining and that they are receiving approximately $1400/month to do so.
Tami Hefner gave an IMD update reporting that Heritage Care in Conover was granted a temporary restraining order and have won the right to appeal within 120-150 days.  They now have 48% of residents in their facility who are diagnosed with mental illness.

Jennie Connor reminded everyone of the upcoming Volunteer Banquet that allows organizations to nominate volunteers for an award.  The categories are Youth, Individual and Group.  The deadline for nomination is 10/19/12.  For more information contact Cheryl Abee at 828/327-6851.

Jennie also gave an overview of the Catawba County Christmas Bureau reminding all that applications are being taken through October 31 at the Salvation Army, the two Christian ministries, through the school systems and at DSS.
