 Call To order
Monica Jones called the meeting to order at 1:08 pm.  
Review and approval of minutes

Monica Jones-Emergency Solutions Grant Application (ESG)

Eastpointe made/submitted regional application for the grant and several project applications were also submitted.  The decision was made about the awards and Eastpointe was notified of the decision:  Ms. Jones presented a breakdown of how the money that awarded:
Salvation Army in Goldsboro requested/applied for $23,203.00 and received $11,302.00

Salvation Army requested/applied for $11,177 (emergency services) and HMIS $125.00 
Southeastern Family Violence Center requested/applied for $11,768.00 (emergency services) and received   $11,768 

United Community Ministries requested/applied for $138,692.00 and received $138,692.00 ($56,600.00-emergency services and $87,092.00 –housing stability)
Robinson County Church & Community Center requested/applied for $100,000.00 and received 
$5,500.00
Ms. Jones stated that all awards are conditional which means that something was needed with the application/submission and once that was received the award is no longer conditional.  All agencies were notified of deficiencies that made their application conditional.

Mr. Ingleheart (Salvation Army) stated that they were discouraged because the Salvation Army did not receive the additional funds they had asked for.  Mr. Ingleheart stated that there was approximately $200,000.00 available and approximately $190,000.00 was not awarded. 
Albert Barron-Director, Eastpointe Housing Department
Mr. Barron responded to a question from Mr. Walker (Life, Inc.) regarding IMD stating that they are currently having conversations about the IMD and exploring different types of proposals and it is still a work in process, and will have direct on housing.
Mr. Barron stated Eastpointe submitted a regional application for 8 counties and Wilson-Green submitted their own application. Mr. Barron stated that Wilson-Greene received all the money that was requested.  

 Eastpointe agreed to be the lead agency in contrast of being fiscal agency –as fiscal agency Eastpointe was going to apply for excess monies which would have been utilized and that affected amount that went back to other areas.    The regional application that was submitted was discussed at meeting with DHHS and Balance of State during conference call and the United Ministries of Rocky Mount was asked to submit a graph to show how funds would be utilized regionally for housing stabilization and rapid re-housing. Mr. Barron stated that we will start looking regionally- building capacity working together so that next year this time we will be able to go for what we have in our program and what is left across the state.  A meeting has been scheduled for November 20, 2012 at Mt. Olive College from 10:00 am to 2:00 pm for all COCs.  Mr. Barron met with COC in Rocky Mount last week and yesterday in Wilson-Greene and invited them to meeting and the COC in Lumberton was invited today because we have to start having discussions and dialog together as region.  He said  that he made clear at each meeting that each area would keep their own identity and they will be looking at building capacity across the board in the 12 counties because this is what Balance of State , HUD and Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) are looking at with all the money (federally, statewide) that becomes available for housing stabilization/rapid re-housing.  He said that they are looking at in a 3 year period phrasing out emergency shelter and transitional shelter because a lot of them have been used inappropriately, rather than short term they were used as long term.  Mr. Barron said that he planned to have a representative from the Balance of State and Eastpointe because to hear information also.  Mr. Barron said that he had submitted a intent to apply for permanent housing grant for X amount and they are waiting on Supernova for HUD to release.
