REVIEW & APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF JANUARY 4, 2013 & FEBRUARY 8, 2013

Jason Klein made the motion to approve the January minutes.  William Keller seconded the motion. The motion was carried unopposed.

A correction to the February minutes was made:  William Keller was added to list of excused absences for that month.

William Keller made the motion to approve the February minutes noting the correction. Sarah McWhirter seconded the motion. The motion was carried.

POINT IN TIME COUNT

Kathleen Holbrook shared both the PIT Count 2013 final tally numbers and compared them against the numbers from PIT Count 2012. 

PIT Count 2013

38 Sheltered:

· 18 in the Onslow Women’s Shelter (7 women, 11 children)

· 16 at the Onslow Community Outreach Shelter (13 adults, 3 children)

· 4 men in Transitional Housing

· Of those in shelters, 5 were veterans

63 Unsheltered:

· 44 men

· 16 women

· 3 children

· Of those, 9 were veterans (2 females and 7 males)

358 Doubled Up:

· 138 adults

· 220 children

· Of those, 6 were veterans

Total Homeless Identified= 459

· 222 adults

· 237 children

· Of those, 14 were veterans or 6% of the adults

PIT Count 2012 Final Tally

Unsheltered: 73 total (59 adults, 14 children)
Sheltered: Onslow Community Outreach: 19 total (all adults), Onslow Women’s Center: 20 total (6 adults, 14 children), Second Chance Mission: 5 total (3 adults, 2 children), NABVETS Chapter #0069: 5 total (all adults)
Imminently literally homeless: 9 total (3 adults, 6 children)
At- risk of homelessness: 357 total (127 adults, 230 children)

Overall, the 2013 numbers reflect 29 less identified than during the 2012 PIT Count.
Kathleen thanked all those who volunteered for the PIT Count as Onslow County was more thoroughly canvassed than in years past. Tim Parkhurst asked how our numbers compare against other military communities e.g. Fayetteville. Jason Klein was not sure of the final numbers for Fayetteville or Wilmington but stated that he could get them for comparison purposes.
TRANSITIONS

Kristi Pitchford has been serving as CAN-DO’s Regional Lead to the Balance of State on an interim basis. An election was held today to nominate a permanent BoS Regional Lead. A motion was made by Gail Taylor for Sarah McWhirter to assume the BoS Regional Lead position effective April 1, 2013.  This motion was seconded by Jennifer Colley. Following a vote which was unopposed, the motion carried.  Kristi Pitchford will notify NCCEH of the transition.    

CAN-DO FUNDRAISER

Sarah McWhirter and Jennifer Colley announced that the Strokes of Hope fundraiser will include art, music and food. It will be held tomorrow, March 2, 2013, at Northwoods United Methodist Church in the Fellowship Hall. The location was changed from the USO.  Art donations have been solicited and received. Jennifer reported that they are still accepting art. Sarah reported that following the CAN-DO meeting today, they will need assistance setting up for the event and asked if anyone could stay and help to please do so.  They also still need volunteers for Saturday.
UPDATES:
SOLUTIONS FOR STABILITY PROGRAM

Sarah McWhirter reported that the program is going strong: 8 families with 26 children are currently enrolled. Of those, 3 families have been housed and 2 more families will soon be housed. The Strokes of Hope fundraiser will assist in helping clients with rent, utilities, etc.

ONSLOW COUNTY SCHOOLS 
Jennifer Colley announced that 299 students have been identified as homeless thus far this school year. Of those, 16 were due to house fires; 1 Natural Disaster; 9 runaways; 76 due to domestic violence/child abuse/kinship care; 3 children awaiting foster care; 45 were kicked out; 17 due to condemned/unfit housing; 67 due to economic hardship and 65 were evicted or foreclosed upon.  

FAMILY PROMISE PROGRAM

Pastor Rick reported that Joan Canton from the Carteret County Family Promise Program will be the guest speaker at next month’s Family Promise meeting. The meeting is scheduled for Thursday, March 21, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. at Northwoods UMC.  All are welcome to attend. 

SHELTER PLUS CARE

Harold Dunlop announced that there have been no changes since last month in CoastalCare’s vacancy rate. They are still accepting applications.

MEMBER ANNOUNCEMENTS

Kelley Hamilton announced that there will be a Job Fair from 10 am to 2 pm on March 14, 2013 at the DAV Building on Sherwood Road. It is open to all.

Gail Taylor reported that the Volunteer Appreciation event for those who made the 92 sleeping mats for the PIT Count went very well. Theo McClammy from Onslow Community Outreach spoke at the event.

Gail Taylor asked about community collections of used cars and mobile homes that may be donated to the homeless. There was also a discussion of linking volunteers with homeless individuals who have needs. Craig Wagner reported that the Volunteer Onslow database would have such information.

There being no further business, CAN-DO adjourned at 9:17 am.
