1. Introductions

Amy opened the meeting by having everyone introduce him or herself.

2. Approval of Nov 2012 minutes

The minutes were approved as written.

3.  Review of Operating Principles- Group

The mission was changed to reflect: The Beaufort County Regional Committee will work as a subcommittee of the Balance of State Continuum of Care to assure quality housing for all, from homelessness through self-sufficiency.

The vision was changed to reflect: Promoting self-sufficiency and eliminating homelessness.

The operating principles adopted by the Continuum of Care were changed to reflect Beaufort County Regional Committee instead of Continuum of Care.

The second operating principle was changed to reflect BCRC year runs from January to December instead of annually.

The fourth operating principle was changed to reflect 25% instead of five (5) voting members.

4.  Resource List- Group

Amy reviewed the Housing Resources in Beaufort County list so that she can update it. Mr. Recko inquired about us being able to break our developments down to include each area and Erica stated that was something we could do. Mr. Recko stated we needed to include Elderly/ Disable available in the notes section for Clifton Meadows. There was some talk about New Sunrise and it was determined that Rev. Moore is affiliated with that development. Amy questioned where Waterford Place was and if it still existed. It was confirmed that it did. There was some talk about the new apartments (Alderbrook) by Mayflower in Washington. Andrea with Beaufort County DSS stated she had a contact email for that development. Mr. Recko stated Bridgewood Square Co-op need to be moved to the Low-Income Housing Tax Credit Developments with Project-Based Rental Assistance. Amy stated we needed to add Ruth’s House under Emergency Shelters. Deb stated the mailing address was P. O. Box 2843 and that the telephone number was 252-946-0007. 

5. Who else should be at meetings?

The following was suggested:

· Property managers of targeted units

· Shelter Plus Coordinator- Amy stated that she cover 19 counties so she will get updates from her because she don’t know if her schedule would allow her to attend

· St. John Housing

· Salvation Army- the contact number for them is 252-946-2941

There was some talk about Washington and Mid-East Regional Housing Authority waiting list and Mr. Recko stated that we have two priorities to include Natural Disaster and Domestic Violence.

Amy inquired about the committee being interested in doing presentations by Agency in the upcoming meetings. Everyone felt that was a good idea. Amy stated the presentations should entail the services and processes of the agency. 

6.  Agency Updates

Deb stated Ruth’s House had an opening reception. She added they had a virtual tour of the house at the reception. She added they don’t have a lot of money and that they are running off of volunteers. She stated Presbyterian funded a security system for them. She stated supporters were going to bless the house on Sunday. She added that they are a faith and community based program. She stated they have a client already. She added the client has 3 little children. She stated the house is on the corner of Van Norden and 16th Street. Mr. Recko informed Deb to let us know if we can do anything for them. Amy inquired about the age limit for boys and Deb stated it was 14.

Amy stated the PIT count was tonight at 6:00. She added HUD requires it every two years and that NC does it every year. Amy talked about the unsheltered count. She added that Mr. Recko was going to the Soup Kitchen tomorrow and Mr. Recko inquired about what time he had to be there. Amy stated the school does their own count separate from this so it can’t be used. Amy added the PIT count don’t really affect funding, it gives us a good idea about the community. Amy stated she called Eagles Wing and that she is waiting for a returned call. Amy added Beaufort County has never had an unsheltered count and the shelter count for last year was 14.
