a. BoS/CoC steering committee update

Donna McCormick gave a report on the February 7, 2012 call.  See attached report. 
New Business

a. Update from SCAP
Subrina Hough reported on the Transitional Housing Conference call. The state is moving away from transitional housing to TIP (transition in place) with a lease in the renter’s name. Subrina says that the PowerPoint for TIP will be on the SCAP website in the future.
Subrina asked that we encourage provider agencies to explain the SCAP program to clients before they refer them to avoid all the upfront time if they decide that they are not willing to live with other people and commit to a two year program. 

Subrina announced that they had two openings, one in Richmond County, and one in Anson County and one Shelter Plus Care voucher for Richmond County.
b. Discussion of new name to reflect the addition of Hoke County
Phil Hewett suggested that our new acronym be AHRMM and Nina Walker made a motion that we accept with a second by Relena Hair. The motion was passed unanimously. 
c. Agency Updates

Sandhills Center: The Shelter Plus Care grant is set to start and providers are being educated about how to access the vouchers. Sandhills is hiring staff and preparing for the Waiver in July. 
SCAP: They are having round tables in each county to have clients share success stories.
Monarch: They are having a campaign in March to get rid of the R (retarded) word. 

Anson County DSS; Transportation money is being cut. 

Rockingham Public Housing Authority: Applications are being accepted on February 22nd from 10-3. Waiting lists are short for 3 and 4 bedroom apartments. There will be a Vendor and Landlord Fair on March 1st. There will be a legal aid representative and some from DHHS to discuss lead based paint. 

Division of Aging: They report less funds coming in and are doing fund raisers. 

Moore County Schools: Dr. Spence is the new superintendent and changes are expected. Faye Hardy is the new Homeless Coordinator for the schools.
