AHRMM MEETING

The meeting was called to order by Susan Bellew. She welcomed all attendees. 
Introductions 
Attendee introductions were made.
Approval of January 2013 Minutes
Subrina Hough made a motion to approve January 2013 minutes, second by Donna McCormick, minutes were approved unanimously. 
Balance of State Steering Committee Update
Susan Bellew reported on the February 12, 2013 Balance of State Steering Committee call: All Transitional Housing was renewed but if scores are low next year they will not be supported by the committee. All Shelter Plus Care grants received score cards. Sandhills Center was exempt because the grant has not been initiated. A total of 5.3 million dollars has been awarded.
Ten Year Plan to End Homelessness

Donna McCormick reported that she has been reviewing plans from other areas. She found that the Randolph County Housing Coalition Ten Year Plan was a good example and she will forward a copy to Susan Bellew to send out to the committee. Tim Emmert volunteered to facilitate the development of the AHRMM committee’s plan. The plan focus will be on gaps in our area. 
Point In Time Count
The count was to be conducted on January 30, 2013. Totals are to be faxed directly to Nancy Holochwost at NCCEH. Volunteers were reminded to send the information as soon as possible.
Agency Updates
Sandhills Center
Donna McCormick reported that Sandhills Center MCO is experiencing many changes such as the addition of Guilford County to the present 8 county area, the management of Medicaid services and payments, and training about participation in the Department of Justice settlement. Donna reported that there are several good referrals for the Shelter + Care grant. The first possible recipient has found a house to rent and we are in the process of getting her paperwork completed.

SCAP
Subrina Hough reported that they have two vacancies in Richmond County, two in  
Moore County, and one in Anson County but they will be full if applicants pass their background checks. Subrina reported that Nina Walker is working on a grant application for Supported Services for Veteran Families (SSVF) that is available from the Department of Veterans Affairs. The purpose of the grant is to coordinate or provide services to very low-income Veteran families who are residing in permanent housing or are homeless and scheduled to become residents of permanent housing. Nina is asking for a letter of support from the AHRMM committee. 

Subrina reported that they have one person using the Shelter Plus Care voucher.
Family Promise

Susan Bellew reported that there is money left for Homeless prevention and Rapid Re-Housing for Moore County only. The money can be used for rent, car repair, and other one time needs. The money is private so it is somewhat flexible. Recipients must be referred and they must be someone who works and can generally pay their bills. 

Family Promise is moving away from shelter to permanent housing.

First In Families

Beverly Davis reported that they have their financial planning meeting coming up. 
Family First

Carol Brown announced that she has three or four good candidates for Sandhills Centers Shelter Plus Care grant. One homeless individual is set to receive her voucher for housing. Carol is developing a list of potential landlords for folks receiving S+C vouchers. 
Family First is organizing several Health Fairs. The Farm to Table program is now taking orders. 
REFORM
Kelly Hutchinson reported that young men with criminal backgrounds are having difficulty accessing HUD housing. Linda Collins said that the Community College was starting Ex-offenders services in March.  
Richmond County Department of Social Services
Linda Collins reported that DSS has Emergency Assistance, church based funds, for families in need. Individuals can contact the Crisis Team to access these funds. She said that their Crisis Program had served over 2,000 people. She said that the Salvation Army is planning to open a shelter for women and children. 
Sandhills Food Bank
Jessica Ledbetter reported that 4 million pounds of sweet potatoes had been distributed last year.  Their Mobile Computer Program will be starting in March 2013.
Moore County Community Development
Tim Emmert introduced Daniel Martin who is new to Moore County Community Development. He said that they plan to continue to be a part of the AHRMM committee.
