	Agency Updates
	House Of Refuge – Terry is working with BUCM to distribute supplies to the homeless. 
BUCM – Jill announced that BUCM had a Family Coach – Connie Davis.  She is working with individuals on budgeting.

NCVR- Connie Brockland shared that VR is needing referrals.  They have also hired a job coach at their office to work with individuals.  There is also a vendor coming into the area to help with supported employment and job coaching. 

Partners BHM – Michael Smith informed the group the Burke Collaborative will be meeting on the 3rd Thursday of each month and he will send out reminders.  Everyone is welcome to attend.  
Meeting Place Mission –Men’s shelter is full – ¾ houses everyone is working –shelter numbers have been increasing with warm weather

ALFA – ALFA is now offering Hep C testing and syphilis testing.  They now have a certified tested for Burke County.  The Red Ribbon Golf fundraiser is scheduled for June 28.
Burke Council on Alcoholism – encouraged the group to contact their local legislators to object to the closing of the ADACT facilities.  These are greatly needed but due to budget cuts may be closed. 

Easter Seals UPC- ACTT is moving toward certification under the new guidelines 
Options – Valerie reported they are full at the moment and The ART of Chocolate fundraiser was a success

The Outreach Center – Arwen reported they are seeing a lack of food.  They are focusing on food procurement but food supply is low everywhere.  Their Workforce Development had 30 GED graduates. 

Focus Behavioral Health -  opening a Theuraputic Foster Care section to services also doing Outpatient Treatment and medication management as well as day treatment in Burke and Caldwell.  They are expanding into Caldwell doing Intensive In-Home.  Their Level 3 Residential beds are full at the moment.
