BoS governance document – The regional committee needs to review and provide feedback to NCCEH by July 26th.  Joe passed the governance document for review.  There were discussions about the realities of homelessness and some of the situations we face in our community. Much discussion was around the 30 day turn around for housing.  Our feedback to NCCEH is to recommend taking out the 30 day rehousing goal from the vision statement.  Although we understand that 30 days is a great goal and to end homelessness an even better goal, we have to be realistic and understand the medical and physiological process of recovery in substance abuse and mental health.  Many of the individuals we work with are not ready to accept services or the wrap around services are not available to assist with making life changes necessary to maintain permanent housing with only a total of 30 days of homelessness.

Christ Centered Recovery –  Steve reported CCRP will be having a BBQ fundraiser with bounce houses on Friday Aug. 2 starting at 11am.  The Thrift store is doing well and had its best month in June. 
Partners BHM – Transition Coordinators have been hired as well as a Supervisor and working with the Transitions to Community Initiative.  Still looking for Supported Employment agencies to provide supported employment to consumers. 
Easter Seals UPC- Lory reported Easter Seals is providing interpreting services for NA and AA meetings.  They are also doing the AlaFam meeting at the Caldwell House. Group home still has two openings but referrals are not appropriate thus far.
