Subcommittee Reports
	Rapid Rehousing subcommittee met on July 9th at 10:30 am. Most of the discussion was on the ESG grant and the Rapid Rehousing program.  Discussions centered around the need for more training.  NCCEH is going to provide feedback nd request training for ESG grantees.  Grantees agreed they would travel to Raleigh for the training if necessary.  There was also a request to have a call with NCDHHS staff for questions and answers for everyone to participate in to hear the same information. 

	Agency Updates
	ALFA – Annie Earle reported they are seeing good results with their migrant worker program with the Good Sam Clinic. They have been also been approved to go into the Burke County jail.  Annie also reported there was a $6 million cut to funds.
Christ Centered Recovery – Steve reported CCRP had their BBQ fundraiser and raised over $5200.00.  They have been very busy helping others.  The Thrift store is doing well. 
Partners BHM – Transition Coordinators have been hired as well as a Supervisor and working with the Transitions to Community Initiative.  Still looking for Supported Employment agencies to provide supported employment to consumers. 
Easter Seals UPC- Danielle Kincaid shared the ACTT is moving into Lincoln and Cleveland counties.  The team has around 85 consumers. Sheila Reeves has joined the Easter Seals UCP team and will be taking Lory Dansky’s position as he retires.
House of Refuge – Thom Hartman is the new Executive Director for HoR.  He is glad to be part of the group. 

Jennifer Yoder reported she is working with the Rapid Rehousing program and the Good Samaritan’s Clinic and also manages the NC211 for Burke County.

CVBH – Karen Wray reported she has been working with the Rapid Rehousing program and they have housed 11 families through the program so far since February.

Options, Inc – They have been full at their shelter off and on.  The summer is typically their busiest months. 
The Meeting Place – Joe Marks reported 1 family has moved out using Rapid Rehousing.  There has been some transition for some of the men at the transitional housing.  Several moved to their own apartment and some moved back to the streets due to their addictions.  The women’s shelter has been busier than it was last week.  They averaged 6 individuals per night in July.
