	Agency Updates
	Meeting Place Mission – They have been staying full and the number of women at the shelter has been increased. They will have a vacancy in the transitional housing program coming available but it isn’t ready yet.  Not taking applications for that right now.  About half of the men’s house is working.  
Good Samaritan Clinic – Jennifer Yoder - Funding is available as well as help for eye exams for those that are 200% below poverty level.
ALFA – Adria Cline & Annie Earle - Gearing up for online signs ups for Insurance Market Place – registration starts in October. September 27, 2013 7:30 is having Not your Mama’s Bingo $20.00 tickets.  Lots of educational and fundraising events coming up through the end of the year. 
Christ Centered Recovery –  Steve Smith - entire house is working.  They have assisted with others with fundraising and ministries getting involved in the community.
Burke County United Way – Wendy Cato - Fundraising is in full force.  Community Initiative – Wendy has given names of people that need to be at the table. There was a meeting to look at what is going to happen to people that are displaced after the “high rise” (State prison) closes.  Looking at the needs of the people losing their jobs. 
Burke United Christian Ministries – Starting free GED classes on site. “Budgeting with Ease” pilot program will be starting to help people be more independent to help get out of poverty.  

Catawba Valley Behavioral Healthcare -  Karen Wray- Rapid ReHousing funds have been spent and they are waiting on the next round of funds.  Joe talked about seeing some women served through the rapid rehousing program that have been regulars at the shelter.
Burke County Public Schools – Debbie Jennings- Since school has started she has received 8 applications of families that are in need that meet the educational piece of McKinney Vento Act.
