	Committee Reports

BOS Regional Subcommittee – Bob Silber
Jennie Connor and Bob Silber listened in on this call for Teena Willis.  Bob reported that 4.2 million renewals for Tier 1.  The Point In Time count listed on the website showed a 149% increase in the chronically homeless.  Discussion relating to why this count did not show a reduction since money is continually being put into it.  Bob reminded everyone that the identification of “chronically homeless” has changed therefore it affects the numbers in addition to data from 16 counties who were counting for the first time along with increased bed counts.

Rapid Re-housing – Casey McCall

Casey reported that reimbursements are coming in.  Ladies from the Family Care Center are working with CVBH.  He told the group that he will start applying in June noting that three individuals and two families had been placed in Rapid Re-housing.  He mentioned that he is waiting on financial information to see if more can be placed before funds are gone.  They are still taking referrals.

Permanent Supportive Housing – no report
CHIN Committee -  Bob Silber
Bob will be attending a meeting in Greensboro on April 30 and will feedback to the group at our May meeting.  Bob reported that the quality of Catawba County data has significantly improved reminding everyone that the license for CHIN is per individual not per organization.  He also mentioned that ECCCM’s Crisis Assistance Coaching Program was helping to provide a picture of those whose lives had improved.

Casey McCall reported that the Shelter is presently short staffed and that he is currently the only one presently putting data into CHIN.  He noted that data is up-to-date as of December, 2012.  
Unaccompanied Youth – Vickie Toepper reported that sites are being set up for students currently on free and reduced lunch to allow them to receive meals over the summer months.  Vickie reported that so far there are only closed sites and that no site is open to those students who were not previously enrolled in the free/reduced lunch program.  Students will not remain at the sites and must be dropped off and picked up and that 10 students must be signed up for each site in order for food to be delivered to the site. Veterans Stand Down
