Review of Minutes 
	Minutes from the April meeting were approved with corrections to attendance of members with a motion from Amy Marie Coffey seconded by Tami Hefner.

	Agenda Item #3:

CoC: What does that mean?
	Teena Willis provided the group with the handout “What is a Continuum of Care”? This document describes HUD’s definition of a CoC as well as what the four necessary parts of a continuum are.  Teena pointed out that one of the major tasks of a CoC is to do a bi-annual homeless count noting that while our CoC does this annually, it is only required every other year by HUD.  There are 12 CoC’s in NC adding that our group is a part of the NC Balance of State Continuum.  The piece was appreciated by all in the group. Everyone was reminded that this document also included information on the Hearth Act and McKinney Vento. Teena will email a copy to everyone in our group.
Teena also provided a handout on the Balance of State, stating that it was organized by the NCCEH.  This piece included an organization chart which showed the levels of the committees as well as a map showing the CoC’s across NC.

	Committee Reports

BOS Regional Subcommittee – Teena Willis reported the following:
- The NC Coalition to End Homelessness has hired a new person.  
- HUD has announced Tier 2 applications.  All Tier 1 applications were all approved across NC. It was noted that our regional committee didn’t submit anything new for approval – only the renewal Shelter Plus Care Grant.

Rapid Re-housing – Casey McCall reported the following:
- The current ESG goes through September.  We have heard nothing yet on when the next application period will be announced.  In 2013, Rapid Re-housing received $50,000 and $70,000 was split between the Salvation Army and Family Care Center. Teena added that this is a regional application and that others interested in applying need to be at the table.  

- Casey agreed to facilitate this group stating that we should discuss ways to incorporate things that are already in place within our group.  He also mentioned that in 2013-2014 application we will need a fiscal lead since dollars will come into one agency and then distributed.  It was noted that there will be a small administrative fee however it does come off program dollars.  Meeting date/time will be scheduled.

Permanent Supportive Housing – Calls will be February, May, August and November (quarterly).  Registration is required. Teena will email registration information.
CHIN Committee -  Calls will be March, May, July, September and November (every other month).  Registration is required.  Teena will email registration information.
Unaccompanied Youth – No report.  Vickie Toepper will not be attending meetings until school begins in the Fall. Reports will be provided through youth serving agencies in attendance if updates are needed.  
 Supportive Housing – Tami Hefner reported the following:
-There will be a follow up meeting with Lutheran Services of the Carolinas on 5/23 at 1:30, location to be determined. Tami added that they are looking at a partnership however further discussion is necessary about our local needs. E-mail about location will be sent out.

Foothills Stand Down
	Cheryl Abee gave an update on the recent Foothills Veterans Stand Down reporting that although the official count of numbers served is not yet available, it appears that approximately 200 vets were served this year.   Others in the group commented that the event was very organized and that it streamlined well and that they had heard very positive comments.  Cheryl closed by saying that all the volunteers worked very hard and were all happy to have had the opportunity to participate.

	Agency Updates
	Teena suggested to the group that the next CoC Meeting be held on June 6, 2013 rather than June 13, 2013 due to vacations and other scheduling conflicts.  The group agreed to meet June 6 at CCUW.

Tami Hefner reviewed the recent changes concerning Adult Care Homes in NC reporting that too many individuals had been placed in adult care homes as opposed to other types of housing.   She added that the Assisted Living Assoc. was not pleased because these changes were taking clients away from them.  There is also concern over potential housing slots that could be used for the homeless being used for those individuals coming out of adult care homes.  Tami added that if a client has a mental illness it is difficult to get them in an adult care home and they will be required to participate in the In-Reach process to look at possible placement in another setting.
