	Review of plans that are being discussed for the HHAW.  Events include a Monday flash mob in Valdese and Morganton. On Wednesday, there will be a forum at Levitan Auditorium at WPCC which includes a dramatic presentation. WPCC students are encouraged to attend. Members state they will encourage their contacts to attend this event. The Paint the Town Purple banner and local governmental Proclamations will bring attention to HHAW and its mission. Thursday will include the Burke iCare tour which will begin and end at BUCM Food Pantry. Sponsors are being approached for breakfast and luncheon donations. Local resources for homeless individuals will be included in the tour which should be attended by prominent officials and business leaders in Burke County. Goal is to have 30 attendees. Tables can be sponsored for $50 and the funds will be divided between participating agencies. Transportation, tour guides and drivers are being sought at this time. CCRP – Thrift store is maintaining and is available for emergency assistance. Fundraising completed for 2013. Steve is getting married this Saturday.

Burke County Public Schools – Adrian Hurst has returned and is glad to be back with the CoC.

Deondra Newell – LRU intern with ALFA. Masters in Public Health and Administration.

Strategic Interventions – Intern, Mary Ayers. Updated info on Act Team for Axis I diagnosed individuals.

My Brother’s Keeper – Kent Banks, WPCC student. Fed 28 individuals Saturday and Sunday morning. Committee informed Kent of times other facilities provide meals within the community.
Options – Valerie stated October is DV Awareness Month and there will be a vigil Thursday, the 17th at 6:30 at the Courthouse. She also states they will be hosting a yard sale on November 2nd from 7 a.m. – until?

BUCM – Jill reports volumes of individuals served continues to climb. States food needs are now surpassing financial assistance needs. July, 54,000 lbs of food distributed. August, 58,000 lbs of food distributing. September 59,000 lbs of food distributed. Jill stated issues with Food Stamp distribution may be contributing to this rise. Heating assistance monies are being held until weather cools.
ALFA – Dining for Friends and Dining out for Friends events this month as well as Fall ASU event coming up. Picture taken of members for ALFA World AIDS Day event.
MTG Place Mission – Joe reports 16 beds in three homes for men. 8 beds in the emergency shelter for women and children. He raises concern for lack of continuum of services for women in Burke County.
