Introductions:
Introductions were made.
Approval of Meeting Minutes:
Kim Stevens made a motion seconded by Janice Sauls to approve the minutes for the November 13, 2013 meeting with one correction to the name of the member that made the motion to accept the October 9, 2013 meeting minutes. Janice Johnson and not Janice Sauls made the motion.  The minutes were corrected and re-sent to the committee members on 12-12-13.
BoS Steering Committee Meeting Updates from 12-3-2013
Ellen presented information completed by Corey Root of the Balance of State for the Steering Committee meeting held on December 3, 2013. In lieu of a summary the information shared was a list of reminders for upcoming dates.
Election of an Alternate Regional Lead:

Janice Sauls was nominated at the November 13th meeting to serve as the Regional Alternate.  After discussion with the Salvation Army Office, Lt. Igleheart asked to be considered as the Alternate. Kim Stevens made a motion seconded by Janice Johnson to nominate Lt. Kenny Igleheart as the Down East Regional Committee Alternate Regional Lead. The motion passed. 
Updates from Regional Lead:
Ellen presented the letter sent by the Southeastern Regional Committee to the State regarding the recent ESG grant and funding application process and the response from Martha Are, Manager of the Housing and Homelessness Unit of the State. This will be a part of the discussion of the shared committees (South Eastern Regional and Down East Committees in February to talk about funding strategies and collaboration. Ellen discussed the Participant Surveys to be completed by each committee member on line at the North Carolina Coalition to End Homelessness website by January 7, 2014.  The link was provided and Ellen will complete a report on line for those that do not have access to a computer.  The Down East Committee will need to elect a Regional Lead and Regional Lead Alternate at the January 8, 2014 meeting.  Lt. Igleheart stated he would not be able to continue to serve as the Alternate Lead for 2014.
Point In Time Count:
Ellen shared that the Point in Time (PIT) Count will be January 29, 2014. Ellen volunteered to serve as the PIT Count point person for the Down East Regional Committee. The Down East committee will be responsible for the count for Duplin, Lenoir, Sampson and Wayne Counties. Lt. Igleheart will head the effort for Wayne County, Kim Stevens and Jim Walker will head the effort for Lenoir County, Gloria McDuffie will concentrate on Duplin County. The committee discussed was to promote the count and seek help and collaboration from the communities. The United Way, Local Law Enforcement, various social services agencies and the Faith Based Community were identified as potential partners.  Ellen will create some forms for use in the efforts of the count. Information can be found at NCCEH.org.

Melissa Pressley shared that the Goldsboro Housing Authority is the recipient of a Self Sufficiency Program grant and they are in the process of staffing this program for implementation.  

Lt. Igleheart stated the Salvation Army of Goldsboro has served 1500 in 2013.

Karen Holliday gave an update on the Eastpointe Shelter Plus Care Program.

Kim Stevens gave an update on the bed availability for Carolina Residential Services.
Jim Walker gave an update on the bed availability for Life Inc.
