A.  Approval of Minutes
The meeting minutes from June 12, 2013 were approved without any changes or corrections. 
B.  Other Agenda items- 
none 
C. Balance of State report- Nicole gave the report from the Sept 3 BoS Steering Committee conference call.  The ESG Regional Application was submitted on Aug 21. Nicole asked that applicants turn in a copy of their contract to Community Link once it is available. Derrick Burnell was nominated for the Alternate regional Lead for the PRC. NCCEH is having a Tuesdays at 2 call on Reduction in Chronic Homelessness in Wilmington on Sept 24 and Winston Salem on Oct 15. Any organization planning to apply for Continuum of Care funds should submit Intent to Apply form to NCCEH soon. The form is on their website at www.ncceh.org. Nicole represents the PRC on the Coordinated Assessment and the Data Usage workgroups as well as the CHIN Advisory Group. The BoS received the 2012 CoC Score, 105.55. The funding line was 97 with the highest score in the nation being 127 and the lowest being 48. NCCEH is working with the HUD field office to get specific feedback on the BoS application. 
D. Agency Presentations- 
a. David Maulden reported for Cooperative Christian Ministry- CCM has several programs aimed at providing shelter and case management services to homeless families. Specifically CCM operates the Mothers and Children program, My Father’s House, and multiple Teaching Houses. Their website is being updated at this time. For services consumers should call the main line at 704-786-4709. CCM has a working relationship with Habitat for Humanity and the City of Concord when there are families that desire to work toward homeownership. CCM has 20 houses either leased or donated to the Ministry. 
b. Natalie Allen reported for Cardinal Innovations Healthcare Solutions- Cardinal’s Piedmont Region S+C program serves people who are homeless and experiencing a Serious and Persistent Mental Illness (SPMI) by providing housing and services. 
E. August Task Force meetings- Rowan County- the June meeting focused on the reduction in school social workers in Rowan County Schools. Nicole commented that HUD is interested in knowing that as a community we are making sure that homeless children have access to education. So our relationship with the schools in our area is significant. Melissa McKeown reported for Union county. Their last meeting was August 15 where they focused on developing a way for people in crisis to know what services are available to them. They decided to develop an online resource guide that would be updated regularly. Union County is having an eBus event sponsored by 5/3 Bank. 5/3 Bank is positioning itself in Union County as a resource for 2nd chance banking opportunities. A health fair is also scheduled for Oct 9 that will also cover Identity Theft and Credit Report. Gayle Whitehead reported for Davidson County. Gayle reported that she is having difficulty garnering support for this type of meeting in Davidson County. However she continues to reach out to partners and is planning a community meeting for Oct 9. CMDC plans to post upcoming meetings on their website. Skeet reported for Stanly county- Skeet reported that Cardinal Innovations will be reporting at their next meeting in Albemarle.  They are planning the next meeting for November. Cabarrus- Ed reported that they are working to identify resources and gaps in serves in their county. They have identified ‘adults needing care’ as an area of need as well as young adults age 18-24. Nicole commented that HUD is focusing more on that age group with the Point In Time Count. 
F. Case Managers Training- the committee will get together and decide on another date. October 9th is very busy for our region. 

G. Agency Updates- Branden Lewis reported that Community Link is gearing up for Supportive Services for Veteran Families in 10 counties, including the PRC. Melissa reported that UCCS had its 2nd Annual Fundraiser called Boots N Bowties and it was a successful and fun event. Skeet reported Homes of Hope is renovating space in an armory to relocate its offices. They Open House was yesterday and there was media attention. Gayle reported that Crisis Ministry of Davidson County was successful in its exterminating efforts this summer to rid the shelter of bed bugs. They are planning a fundraiser called Pennies from Heaven, Change Changing Lives. They normally raise between $11,000-$14,000 a year. They will also be selling note cards with original artwork by shelter residents 10 cards for $10 as well as a restaurant discount card for $10.00. CMDC has a newly revamped website and will be featured on the local news next week with a former resident. David reported that Rowan Helping Ministry is working with a physician as a way of introducing their residents to Preventive and Primary Care. RHM has a new VA contract for Grant Per Diem. Floyd announced that the Piedmont Regional Committee will meet on December 11 in Rowan County.
