Agency Update


	Cold Weather – Joe Marks received no additional calls for shelter

Jill King reported BUCM tried to open for the night but were denied being able to open due to fire codes.  Jill had 2 people that needed assistance.  Ken Clark was able to find them a place for the night.  Red Cross was available but was not asked to be used. They have cots available for use to support shelters in churches, etc. House of Refuge was at capacity. 

There was discussion about putting a plan in place for dealing with weather related incidents.  Adrian will contact Seth Hawkins with EMS to check about incidents that were weather related.  Red Cross will be asked if they have the natural disaster plans for the community, if not they will be obtained through the city and county officials.  Michael will check with jails to see about increases in numbers with the jails. A committee will be formed to help develop this plan.  Jill King will get group together to discuss how to move forward with the plan. Frank mentioned the need for a common communication tool between our continuum to discuss what each of us are doing.  He volunteered to put something together for us to use.  Susan also suggested using “freeconferencecalling.com” to set up conversations during inclement weather.  
BUCM – Jill asked the group about where to refer people coming out of prison – Joe and Susan recommended Exodus Homes in Hickory.  Jill reported a couple landlords are cutting power to tenants for the people that the power was in their names.
Burke County Public Schools – Getting more reports from children about sleeping in cold homes due to lack of power/heat.  They are also giving out more coats.  If a child needs a coat, they go home with one that day. They are also sending home food packets.  Jill offered their excess bread.  Adrian also reported he contacted East Burke High School about collecting batteries and laundry detergent for the point in time count.   
CCRP – Steve reported they are full at the house and getting lots of calls. They are getting more calls from prisons as well.  
Exodus Homes – People are moving into Oxford Homes from Exodus and being more successful. Oxford homes in Hickory contact numbers -  Men 828-855-1427 Women – 828-855-1016
Homeward Bound – Shelter plus care update – there are currently no vacancies in Burke county. 
Partners BHM  - Michael reported the MH adult collaborative is hosting an Information Friday on Jan. 24th at WPCC.  The spotlight this month is on homelessness and the point in time count.   There is also going to be a MH First Aid training that may be offered through the collaborative.  Michael will send out that information for interest.  

The Meeting Place Mission – Joe reported they are busy.  They let the women and children stay at the shelter during the day during the cold weather.  The transitional program has 2 new families moving in. 
Burke county United Way – open funding is approaching for United Way regular funding.  Emergency Food and Shelter money should be coming to agencies the first of next week. This funding should have been allocated back in October/November.
