	Minutes were approved with a motion from Austin Pearce and seconded by Jamie Brown.

	Agenda Item #3
Balance of State
	Prior to committee reports the group discussed the recent drop in temperatures and what options are available to the homeless community for shelter.  The question of why additional locations cannot be opened in cases of extreme cold was addressed by Casey McCall.  Casey reported that because of city codes (Hickory) this is not possible unless there is disaster.  He also told the group that while the Shelter of Hope’s program did not allow individuals under the influence to stay at the shelter, when the temperatures are below 34oF and after 10 pm, the shelter opens its doors for those in need of refuge from the cold. He added that after 10 pm program clients are not in the common areas such as the dining hall where those coming in from the cold would sleep.  Austin Pearce added that First Presbyterian, Hickory would like to be involved as well as others to provide refuge prior to 10 pm.  He agreed to take the lead in engaging downtown churches to develop a plan for shelter during extreme hot/cold temperatures.  Jennie Connor reminded the group to update their information in 2-1-1 regarding arrangements for extreme temperatures.  Susanne Quilici reported that First Presbyterian, Newton provided shelter when temperatures fall below 24oF.  
Committee Reports

Steering Committee –  The group elected a new regional lead and alternate  at today’s meeting -  Casey McCall, Shelter of Hope will serve as the regional lead with Austin Pearce, Hickory Soup Kitchen serving as alternate.  Teena Willis reviewed the responsibilities of the position with them and will report the change to NCCEH.
Rapid Re-housing – No report was given however it was noted that ESG funds in the amount of $75,658 would be split between Family Care Center and the Salvation Army.  Dollars for Rapid Re-housing were down to $4614.
Data Quality – No report.

Unaccompanied Youth – Vickie Toepper reported that scholarships are available to youth who are or have ever been homeless.
Supportive Housing – No report.
