	Committee Reports

BOS Regional Subcommittee - Teena Willis gave a brief report on behalf of Jennie Connor who was not in attendance.  There is a need for a rep for the following committees:  1) Score Card Committee – This committee determines the criteria and scoring guidelines for the score cards. This would involve approximately 1.5/hrs per year in addition to participation on calls.  Jamie Brown from Sipes Orchard Home agreed to participate. 2) Project Review Committee – Reviews score cards and applications and gives scores and send ranks for those applying for CoC funds.  Jackie Brown from Sipes Orchard Home agreed to participate.

Rapid Re-housing – No sub-committee meeting in October.

Permanent Supportive Housing – No subcommittee meeting in October.

Data Quality – The coalition is in the process of contacting CHIN users regarding data quality.  Bob Silber recommended “no fee” but “not free” noting that licenses are being pulled from users who are not logging in for more than 60 days.
Unaccompanied Youth – Vickie Toepper reported that the numbers for unaccompanied youth are going up.  There are seemingly two types of unaccompanied youth 1) teens with no one and 2) kids who are not with their legal custodians.  Vickie added that often there simply is no physical room for bodies in a home.  Jackie Brown, Sipes Orchard Home Transitional Housing program added that Sipes is getting more calls from the school systems since school is back in session.  She also added that there is an increase in parents who aren’t able or willing to parent their kids with kids often being caught in the cross fires of various obstacles at home.

Supportive Housing – Tami Hefner reported that previously Lutheran Home Services had indicated that it would be too costly to install a sprinkler system and renovate the former Lutheran Home West building.  However, Capt. Gary Lee spoke with the Fire Marshall who indicated that the costs would not be nearly as costly as had been estimated.  Tami reported that Lutheran Services is looking at the project again.  In addition, after a group meeting with the Hickory City Manager and other key people, the City of Hickory had offered CBG funds to help with the costs of renovation.  Teena Willis commented that a huge positive outcome of this effort would be that we can put supports in place to help the homeless community become stable again and not “get rid” of them as some other communities have seemingly attempted to do.
The group was also reminded that Community Link is a good source for supportive services for veterans and their family members.  She noted that to qualify income levels must be less than 50% of area median income.  A meeting will be held on October 18, 2013 at 10:30 a.m. to meet with area veterans for further discussion.  Teena will notify the group of the location of the meeting via email.
