Introductions and Call to Order:

The meeting was called to order by Rhoda Emanuel, Regional Lead, of the Southeastern Regional Committee an attendee introductions were made.
Approval of Meeting Minutes:

The minutes from the December 18, 2013 meeting were reviewed and approved by committee.
BoS Steering Committee Meeting Updates from 1-7-2014:
Rhoda presented a brief summary of the Balance of State and the CoC committee meeting.  Rhoda advised attendees that minutes of BoS Steering Committee meeting are available online as well.  NCCEH staff is currently reviewing project applications.  Rhoda asked Barbie Hunt to present brief summary of her involvement in the process as a member of the Project Review Committee.  Rhoda stated that all BoS agencies should have completed the Services Survey by the end of the day on January 7, 2014.  NCCEH staff is working to submit the CoC Application and obtained feedback from each committee and Regional Lead.  NCCEH has scheduled a Point-in-Time webinar training for Wednesday, January 15, 2014 at 9:30am.  All Regional Committees must elect Regional Lead and Alternate and reflect the election in the meeting minutes.  The Lead and Alternate are required to attend an all-day meeting in Greensboro on March 4, 2014. 
Nomination and Election of Regional Lead and Alternate:
Rhoda opened the floor for volunteers for the position of Regional Lead.  No members volunteered.  Millicent Collins nominated Rhoda Emanuel.  Committee voted unanimous in favor of Rhoda Emanuel for Regional Lead.  Barbie Hunt volunteered for position of Alternate.  Committee voted unanimous in favor of Barbie Hunt for Alternate.   
Discussion and Planning of Point in Time Count:
Rhoda opened floor for discussion of the 2014 PIT Count.  Millicent Collins reported that meetings are taking place in Robeson County with Law Enforcement.  Robeson County Health Department reported that they would like to provide staff for flu vaccine, HIV and STD screenings.  The National Guard Armory did not work out as a source for cots.  Millicent reported that volunteers are still needed.  Robeson County will host two shelter locations in an attempt to reach the homeless for PIT Count.  Barbie Hunt stated that she had emailed radio stations and newspaper about PIT Count.  Instructions were given by Rhoda regarding forms and return of forms to Rhoda for tally and submission to NCCEH.
ANNOUNCEMENTS/UPDATES from Each Agency:
Barbie Hunt discussed foreclosure prevention funds available thru Robeson County CDC and that there is one more year left for the funds.  Robeson County Health Department reported that flu shots are available Monday thru Thursday from 8-5 and Friday from 8-12.  Bladen Housing Authority reported that Section 8 waitlist will open in February with no preference given to homeless.  Robeson County reported that a company called Due Process is coming to Robeson County and hiring.
