Steering Committee –  Rapid Rehousing money available for veterans housing – $300 million in 2014 & $300 million in 2015 -applications are due by March 14 

Dept. of Labor has money available to fund Stand Downs – Applications have to be submitted 90 days prior to event

CoC application update – Partners BHM grant ranked 8th and has been submitted to HUD through the BoS.  
Rapid Re-housing –ESG funds in the amount of $75,658 would be split between Family Care Center and the Salvation Army.  Dollars for Rapid Re-housing were down to $4614. Family Care Center will be administering the funds and providing the case management for the program due to lack of funds

	Veteran’s Helping Veteran’s - Larry McMullen discussed the Veteran’s Stand Down coming up April 25, 2014. Teena will email out the flyer and registration information to the group.   Larry also shared about the “My Free Taxes” program.  They do taxes for free for anyone eligible.  The more people that we can get to do their taxes through this program will benefit veteran’s programs in the future.
Asheville has HUDVASH vouchers.  

Our Father’s Pavilion – Barb Huffman invited everyone to come and participate.

Salvation Army – Casey McCall reported they are almost at capacity again.  Bed bugs are becoming more of an issue in the community.  They are having an issue with this in their shelter. With people moving around so much, it becomes very hard to prevent and eliminate bed bugs.  They can live up to 12 months without eating. 

Hickory Housing Authority – Dr. Glenn Pinckney shared the HHA is working with CentryLink- Keith Connor is the contact for the program – people who are economically disadvantaged can have internet service through them for $9.95/mth and can acquire notebook at a reduced cost as well.  He also reported there are no housing choice vouchers available for our areas.

Partners BHM – Teena Willis and Michael Smith gave an update of Partners BHM and the likely hood of merger.  Shared our agency is working with Smokey Mtn. Center and CenterPoint  to streamline processes for agencies.  Updates are available on the Partners website.
