Minutes

January minutes were already distributed.  February meeting had been cancelled due to bad weather.  Deloris Farmer motioned to accept.  Gloria Leak seconded.  Minutes accepted.

Steering Committee Update:  Attachment was distributed.  Point in Time had several counties not submitted yet.  We (Pitt Co) were on time.  Carteret, Barnett & Lee now have regional committees.  Some counties still don’t have one.

Letter of support was sent from BoS for Veterans Family  Services.  BoS also gave letters of Consistency for Family Violence & Rape Crisis of Pittsboro, REACH of Macon (DV shelter) and 110 bed homeless facility for GCS.  GCS has submitted their letter from BoS to the NCHFA.

10 Year Website Program.  Haven’t been many updates the past 1-1/2 .  a discussion followed about what we can do as a group.  Noted that there are services for literally homeless but not for those at risk.

Bob Williams outlined a vision for the new shelter that the current administration building be used for community needs services.  Currently We Care, Pitt Community College, Behavioral Health Expert every Wed.  Services for the Blind comes once a week.  Wants to see bottom floor of the 2 story building provide services not just for the shelter but to west Greenville area siliar as to what the clinic does.  Have computer lab free in afternoon and wants volunteers in afternoon to open up classroom for people in west Greenville to apply for food stamps, for jobs, do resumes & job searches.  He asked that people email him with their thoughts about this.  The 2nd floor of the building has 11 apartments.  Talk to the Board and their concern is for someone to oversee it.  The manager would get free rent.  May take $40-50,000 to refurbish the 2nd floor.  Bob wants to work on this over the next six months.  How we can get the city and county to support it.

Email Gloria or Bob on how to make our CoC more than just information sharing.

Regional meeting cancelled last month due to weather.  It was rescheduled for April 1.

Announcements

Gloria Kesler announced the city has a training program available for potential homeowners.  (covers subjects such as how to balance a check book).  There will be a section on housing.  The Community Development week is coming up and will cover topics including housing, rehab and fair housing.  The homeowners workshop will be on a Saturday and will be an all day (8 hr) session for persons interested in purchasing homes in the west Greenville revitalization area.  Those who complete it will have access to a $500 certificate for closing costs good for 1 year if they purchase in the area.  Gloria wants to get the information and what is being offered out.
