	Grace House – Jack shared Grace House is still going to be in the same place for a little while.  The building was foreclosed on and they do have an option to buy. They are looking at another building as well in case.  They are keeping data on everyone coming in. They have a grant for 1 paid staff and are looking to add 1-2 additional part time folks.  

Hope Valley, Inc. – Linda Amburn shared Hope Valley recently acquired the Flynn Home and are working on renovations.  They will be providing a halfway house type-setting and they are determining the services they will provide.  
Highway to Hedges – Phil Williams discussed their program on the eastern end of the county.  They are an outreach ministry to homeless individuals. They have furniture and clothes available for anyone who needs it (including tvs)

Life House Day Shelter – John Hays discussed their program and what they do.  They have been open for 1 year and 1 month and they provide spiritual and emotional support for homeless individuals.

 Western Piedmont Council of Governments – Stephanie Hanvey shared they have worked through their section 8 waitlist and there is no one on the waitlist.  They will begin taking applications on June 2 through June 6 for vouchers.  The applications will be available at their offices and online beginning May 19th.  WPCOG has no preference for homelessness but they are open to talk about working together to develop some preferences.  

Hickory Housing Authority – Montele Burton shared they too have been working with some homeless individuals coming out of the camps into public housing.  They will be developing some new public housing units in the future in Hickory.  They are also working with legal aid as part of their self sufficiency program to assist with people with criminal backgrounds to get expungements and to decrease other barriers to housing.  

Hickory Soup Kitchen – Austin Pearce reported there was a debriefing about the warming stations over the winter.  Tuesdays were the only days that were not covered on a regular basis by a church.  New Jerusalem is looking into their availability to do Tuesdays next year.  There were also some discussions about having some type of rules.  They found there were people coming and going who were not homeless.  It was being used as an alternate meal from the Salvation Army for some as well.  

Partners Behavioral Health Management – Teena Willis stated May is Mental Health Awareness month.  Calendars and flyers were given out to be shared with others.
iCare Tour – Teena Willis shared the iCare brochure for the upcoming tour on June 6, 2014.  We need to share these with individuals to be able to register to attend the tour.  This is a great way for agencies to be highlighted and share what their needs are from the community.  

Open Door Ministries – Roger Cornett shared they are beginning to partners with Greater Hickory Cooperative Christian Ministries.  They will be working with them to target resources and assist people in need. 

Safe Harbor Rescue Mission – Debbie Haynes shared about resources and services at Safe Harbor including their residential and day shelter services as well as their employment program for their ladies. 
Veteran’s Helping Veteran’s – Robert Ford shared they will begin having their meetings at Greater Hickory Cooperative Christian Ministries on Fridays at 11am  beginning May 16th. 

Community Link – Nicole Dewitt shared information on how to join NCCEH and offered more information about the Coordinated Assessment and assessment tools they are working on.  She also reminded everyone about the Supportive Services for Veteran’s & their Families (SSVF) program.  If you are working with veteran’s they may be eligible for the program.  

Salvation Army – Casey McCall shared the shelter has seen an increase in residents.  They have about 16 beds and will try to work with people to meet their physical needs.   They have seen more people with physical disabilities and have had to make arrangements to accommodate them due to their physical challenges.  

Bed Availability – Casey McCall discussed the bed availability spreadsheet on the agenda.  This is the first month it is on there.  He will continue to put it on there and asked agencies to report to him each month what is available to help everyone know where we can and cannot refer people.  He also stated we can add whatever information the group felt would be important to the spreadsheet.
