	Agency Update


	ALFA – Annie Earle reported ALFA is seeing unprecedented new positive readings in their 9 counties.  The increased readings are mostly in ages 13-29.  5% of the people tested have been testing positive for HIV.
BUCM – Jill reported Chuck Brown and Vanessa James with the Dept of Commerce Workforce Solutions presented at their offices.  The computer 

In April 2014, over 7300 meals served up 1400 meals from last April. That also included the Spring Break for children out of school.  Over 1100 households being helped overall.  They are seeing large utility bills. Connie reported they still have their monthly meeting for homeless ind.  They will be starting a program every 4th Wednesday with Olive Hill to help with job search and resume development.  They will be providing transportation to Olive Hill.    
The Meeting Place Mission – Joe reported they are full except at the women’s shelter.  The men’s house is doing great and everyone at the house has income.  Family shelter – one of the units is currently open.   Meeting Place Missions held a Volunteer Fair at Oak Hill UMC at the impact building 2:00-3:30pm on Sunday April 06, 2014 – they had about 30 people show up and about 12 volunteers got involved.  
CCRP – Steve reported loss of a couple guys due to relapse and 1 due to a dislike of rules.  There are 3 others ready to come in however.  They are looking at opening another house as a step up program.  Fundraiser at Community House on Friday May 9, 2014 –Thrift Store is doing really well. 
Options – House has been ½ full– The Art of Chocolate went well.

CVBH – Karen reported there have been 6 people assisted with Rapid Re-housing so far this year.  
Burke DSS – Tracey Kincaid reported DSS is going to a coordinated process with a universal intake worker to assist with consumers needing multiple services.  They have implemented a phone system to answer questions immediately instead of people having to leave voicemail and wait for answers or call backs. No untimely applications and reviews outstanding with Food Nutrition program.  The Medicaid process is not going as smoothly and there are less resources available to refer people to while they are waiting. Waiver to renew applications through December to avoid people not being able to recertify in a timely manner.  Over 9,000 households receiving Food & Nutrition Services and over 14,000 households receiving Medicaid in Burke County.  

Partners BHM – Michael Smith reported the Adult Mh Collaborative is hosting a Mental Health First Aid will be May 28.  The class is filling up quickly.  The class is free to attend but limited to 25 participants.  Teena Willis reported May is Mental Health Awareness Month and gave handouts and has posters for those interested.
