	Joe Marks shared the BoS Steering Committee discussions

· Joe recommended everyone visit the NCCEH website for BoS information we all need to know :  www.ncceh.org---practice--balance  

· ESG funding opportunity – There is an opportunity for additional ESG funds. Joe shared the priorities, eligibility, and guidelines for submitting for the additional funds. -  Meeting Place Mission submitted 3 requests, Options submitted 2 requests, & House of Refuge submitted 1 request for appliances

Each agency submitted their requests and answered questions.  They then stepped out of the room and the group discussed and ranked requests.  The prioritization is as follows:

1- Meeting Place Mission - Repairs to the FACES transitional housing program - $1407.00

2- Options – 4 sets of bunk beds - $1470.00

3- Meeting Place Mission – Burglar and Fire Alarm System for Women     & Children’s Shelter - $1905.00

4- House of Refuge - Stove, Oven, & Dryer (Appliances)– $2450.00

5- Meeting Place Mission – Energy Efficiency Appliances for Women & Children’s Shelter - $2255.00
6- Options – Shelter supplies (blinds, curtain rod, laundry baskets,etc.) - $200.00

· Discussed ESG funding priorities

- Joe informed everyone that it is almost time for the ESG grant cycle and recommended people review the funding principles if they were wishing to apply for ESG funds. 

· Discussed the Coordinated Assessment Toolkit – 24 page document that needs to be reviewed but recommended reviewing that at an additional meeting be held on June 10 at 2pm at the Burke United Way

Agency Update


	ALFA – Annie Earle reported ALFA’s Executive director is leaving and are looking at the organization and evaluating how to move forward.  They have a fundraiser coming up June 27th – Rock Barn Red ribbon Golf Classic.  Entry is $60/person. She also reported their positivity rate is still very high.

Burke United Way –BCUW was able to give $65,000.00 more than in the past through their allocations.  They will be putting out an RFP for $25,000.00 for  a health impact grant geared toward decreasing obesity.     
BUCM – Jill reported they will be going into some very busy months over the summer with school out and children coming to the soup kitchen with their families. They feed about 150 during the summer.  They also have a fundraiser coming up and the proceeds will go back into the assistance program.  
The Meeting Place Mission – Joe reported they have a family unit open at the transitional housing program. They have many new people in the men’s house now that leads to new challenges. Tuesdays in June are Tremendous Tuesdays - The Pie Hole is donating 10% of their business on Tuesdays during June to the Meeting Place. 
CCRP – Steve reported they are looking at opening another house as a step up program. It will follow the ¾ house model. 
Options – Valerie Brooks reported they have 2 families moving to safe homes and they still have 4 families in the shelter.  They are also down 2 employees.  

Burke DSS – Tracey Kincaid reported DSS is going to a coordinated process with a universal intake worker to assist with consumers needing multiple services.  They have implemented a phone system to answer questions immediately instead of people having to leave voicemail and wait for answers or call backs. No untimely applications and reviews outstanding with Food Nutrition program.  The Medicaid process is not going as smoothly and there are less resources available to refer people to while they are waiting. Waiver to renew applications through December to avoid people not being able to recertify in a timely manner.  Over 9,000 households receiving Food & Nutrition Services and over 14,000 households receiving Medicaid in Burke County.  

House Of Refuge – Thom reported the HoR has started charging $3/night for those that have income.  They have had some longer term guys move out successfully. 
Legal Aid of NC – Hilary reported the re-entry program outreach has been successful and they have had increased interest in their re-entry services.
Partners BHM – Partners Hub meeting tonight from 5-6:30pm at City Hall- meeting will be a presentation about the Hub concept of a comprehensive care location.  Everyone is invited to get information and ask questions. 

Teena Willis provided information about S+C update – all Burke County units are full but one family may be moving to Catawba County creating a vacancy in Burke.  

NC Vocational Rehabilitation – Connie Brockland shared there will be a job fair for Burke County on June 26th from 9-1pm at the Foothills Higher Education Center.  65 employees are hiring.  They will have a shuttle from the skating rink over to the Center.  

Burke County Public Schools – Adrian Hurst reported concern for children over the summer that may not have access to food programs.  He is going to check to see what programs may be available for students.  As of now, Debbie Jennings will still be the homeless liaison for next school year.
