Introductions were made.
Approval of Meeting Minutes:
Graham Kelly made a motion seconded by Gabriella Gonzalez to approve the minutes for the March 12, 2014 meeting as presented. 
BoS Steering Committee Meeting Updates from 4-1-2014:
Ellen and Melissa Pressley attended the in person Regional Lead/ Alternate meeting and Balance of State Steering Committee meeting held in Greensboro on April 1, 2014. The short summary of the meeting by Corey Root is in the meeting material distributed to attendees at todays meeting. More in My Basket is a program for low income families to connect to food benefits. Ten BoS Regional Committees have unspent ESG funds totaling $308,536.  NCCEH is collecting and posting the BoS agencies PIT numbers.
Fair Housing Month:
April is Fair Housing Month.  Ellen presented some fair housing reference material and resources.
Shelter Plus Care:
One of Eastpointe’s Shelter Plus Care grants was approved for renewal by HUD in the amount of $109,598.

Coordinated Assessment:
Coordinated assessment, also known as coordinated entry or coordinated intake, is a system that allows for a coordinated entry into our local homeless services. Coordinated assessment increases the efficiency of a homeless assistance system.  HUD requires CoCs to implement coordinated assessment in order to standardize access to homeless services and coordinate program referrals.  The anticipated timeline for coordinated assessment is:  June 2014 – Coordinated assessment templates and forms sent to Regional Committees:  Summer 2014 –Regional workgroups: hands –on working session with NCCEH staff to craft Coordinated assessment plan elements with a delegation of key stakeholders from each Regional Committee Fall 2014 –Regional Committee plans due.
Updates from Committee Members:  
The Point in Time Committee held their first meeting today prior to the Down East committee.

There will be a Veterans Stand Down in Goldsboro on October 2, 2014 from 9 am – 2pm.  This will include Wilson and Lenoir counties.  

Jim Walker reported an opening in the Life Inc. program.

Kelly Jarman reported there are 89 homeless children in the Lenoir County school system.
Janice Sauls reported there are currently 11 residents at the Salvation Army.
Thomas Raynor reported that there are no targeted unit slots filled at Bermuda Run and Tanglewood apartments.

Melissa Pressley reported that the Goldsboro Housing Authority is developing their ROSS program which stands for Resident Opportunities and Self-Sufficiency Program.
