Introductions and Call to Order:

BoS Steering Committee Meeting Updates from 7-1-2014:
Rhoda presented a brief summary of the Balance of State and the CoC committee meeting.  Rhoda advised attendees that minutes of BoS Steering Committee meeting are available online as well.  Rhoda reported that the State ESG Office will issue the 2014 ESG application soon. Summary of RCCCC Health Fair Project:
