Coordinated Assessment: The Steering Committee approved the final version of the NC BoS Coordinated Assessment toolkit:.  NC BoS staff are planning 2-day Coordinated Assessment workshops in Raleigh for this Fall, we will be in touch with more details in the coming weeks.  HMIS RFP: The CHIN Governance Committee chose Michigan Coalition Against Homelessness as the new HMIS administrative agency for North Carolina. This decision needs to be ratified by CoCs but there are questions about the proposal budget, staffing and structure. Coordinated Assessment Toolkit Discussion:

Laurie reported that she works as a Medicaid CCNC nurse and they have need for housing resources.
