Welcome and Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 11:35am.  All members were welcomed.

Introductions:

Introductions were made.

Review  and Approval of Minutes 
Minutes from May 13, 2015 meeting were reviewed.  Motion to approve the minutes was made by Michelle Gooding and seconded by Janice Johnson.  Motion passed unanimously.

Presentation – Agency Spotlight
Pamela Gonzalez from U Care was unable to be present due an unexpected change in schedule.  Victoria Grey-Allen of Sarah’s Refuge presented information about the non-profit organization.  Sarah’s Refuge is a domestic violence and rape crisis center. Sarah’s Refuge’s mission is to work towards the elimination of all forms of domestic and sexual violence through education, outreach, and provision of services to individuals and families affected by domestic violence and sexual assault. This is accomplished through providing client-centered services, empowerment, and treating individuals in need of service with compassion and dignity.  Victoria, provide information regarding donating to and volunteering with the organization.  The agency has varying office hours and offers a 24 hour crisis line. 
Down East Regional committee Webpages Overview

Kareem McDuffie, Webmaster for the Regional Committee, showed a demonstration of how to access and navigate the Down East Regional Committee’s Webpage. Over the past few weeks, he has updated the webpage with current meeting minutes and agendas.  He answered question that committee members had regarding the page.  Committee members were pleased with the progress that had has made.  There are no needed changes. 

Review of Balance of State Steering Committee meeting on June 2, 2013 

a) Point in Time Count
NCCEH staff submitted PIT and HIC data to HUD by the May 15th deadline.  2015 Homeless Count PIT numbers were reduced by 5%.  PIT/HIC information by county and by Regional Committee will be presented in future months. 

b) Coordinated Assessment Update

 NCCEH staff expects 26 plans thought out the BOS.  

Additional information was requested for the Down East Coordinated Assessment. It is requested back by the BoS by Friday, June 5th. The Coordinated Assessment Committees have plans to have the additional information completed and submitted by that date for further review by the CAC. 

c) CoC Grant Competition Update  
HUD Headquarters finalized the GIW in May.  NCCEH completed the registration on behalf of the Balance of State CoC in May with NCCEH as the Collaborative Applicant.  Next steps: HUD to release the NOFA, which is expected in June.  The Scorecard Committee met twice in May and is developing new and renewal scorecards for the Steering Committee to approve.  Regional Committees must appoint one member to the Project Review Committee.

The floor was open for a volunteer to serve on the Project Review Committee. After explanation of the responsibilities for the Project Review representative, Victoria Grey-Allen of Sarah’s Refuge volunteered to serve as Down East’s representative. 

d) Regional Committee Webmaster Training
The group was reminded that Kareeem McDuffie participated in the Webmaster Trainings, evidenced by his overview presentation of the Regional Committee webpage at the beginning of the meeting. 

e) NCCEH Data Center & HMIS Update 

Updates were provided on the HMIS migration and Migration Trainings.  Agency Administrators were urged to participate in the required trainings. 

f) Upcoming Meetings

A list of upcoming meeting, training and webinars offered by BoS was shared. 

Agency Updates

Sarah’s Refuge - Victoria reported that Sarah’s Refuge will have its 1st Benefit Auction of Saturday, June 27th from 12noon to 9pm.  It will be a Family Fun Day to include pony rides, pig picking, shag and belly dancing and much more.  The event will be held at 946 Hwy 17 in Warsaw.
Social Security – Ethel passed out information on “Understanding The Benefits”. She also shared that individuals can obtain a My Social Security Account to access their personal benefit information. 

NC Works – Gabriella reported that the Wayne County Stand Down will be taking place on October 1st.  The event provides services to Wayne County homeless and low-income veterans.  They are still openings for vendors. There is no cost for vendors.  The event will be at Herman Park in Goldsboro. 

Eastpointe – LaTasha reported that Eastpointe Housing is taking applications for the Shelter Plus Care Program through July 31st.  She also reported that there will be a Targeting Housing Training in Rocky Mt. on June 24th from 1pm -3pm. 

Down East Regional Committee – The committee will travel to Duplin County for its August meeting.
