Agency Updates
	Christ Centered Recovery Program – Doug reported they have opened their 2nd house and it is going well.
Burke County Public Schools – nothing new to report at this time
VA Medical Center - Asheville – Marisol reported she is the outreach for veteran’s for the VA.  They have 31 vouchers for Buncombe County and they are using the VISPDAT/SPDAT assessment. There is the continued need to refer veteran’s to her for assistance and to show the need for more vouchers in our area.  
ALFA – Annie Earle reported ALFA is not filling the Executive Director position but will use current senior staff to fill roles of the director position.  Annie will be responsible for programming & event planning.  She also reported that the Dining for Friends was a successful event.  
House of Refuge – Thom reported the HoR reached capacity this week, 2 guys found jobs.  The house manager position is in transition at this time. 
The Meeting Place Mission – Joe reported all units are full. 4 men found housing from step up program.  The women’s shelter is busting at the seams.  They have extended check in to 5pm at this time due to weather. 
Partners BHM – There were no new updates to report at this time. 
Burke United Christian Ministries – Jill King reported they have extended the hours of the food pantry and thrift store.  They are planning to feed on Thanksgiving day and will be giving out tents and sleeping bags as well for those that need them.  She reports there are more newer folks that have not been on their system that are coming for help.  Kate and Frank are doing tutoring at BUCM on Tues. & Thurs. from 1-2:30.  

Options – Valerie reported they have a full house right now.  October was Domestic Violence Awareness Month. She also reported they are in need of a stove since theirs recently died.  

CVBH – Sally Learned shared that CVBH is participating with the creation of the HUB which is a comprehensive service center for Burke county with other agencies. It is located at their Parker Rd. location.  They are partnering with A Caring Alternative, The Cognitive Connection and Burke Primary Care at this point to provide an array of services out of the facility.  

The Good Samaritan Clinic – Sarah Willis is the new Executive director and will be attending the Regional Committee meetings. 

Great Western –  the Great Western representative reported that they are a property management company that has some local apartments.  They are subsidized units and she wanted to share those vacancies with our committee.
