Funds at the United Way
	The United Way has funds that have been collected that a decision needs to be made about what to do with the funds and how to use them.  There was much discussion about how to use the funds.  Some of the options discussed were to create a tool to make others aware of the Regional Committee, do an awareness event, distribute to the different agencies, and purchase items to distribute to homeless.  There was a consensus that we need to bring awareness to the situation of the homeless and increase awareness and participation to the Regional Committee.  A subcommittee was formed to plan the event.  Carol McGimpsey, Adrian Hurst, Tracy Frye, Sandra Bristol, Joe Marks, and Teena Willis volunteered to be on the committee. 

	Agenda Item #9
Agency Updates
	The Meeting Place Mission – Chris reported men’s 9 beds are at capacity. They are moving a family with 3 children from the shelter into the transitional housing program. 
Partners BHM – Partners is moving forward in pursuing a merger with Centerpoint MCO.  They will continue to maintain a regional presence so hopefully there will be little change to the people and agencies in the communities. Michael Smith is getting trained to provide MH First Aid training at the end of the month so he will be able to provide that training locally more frequently.  There will be a CIT law enforcement training in Burke County in February. 
Burke United Christian Ministries – Jill King reported they were awarded money to do kitchen renovations that will start on Monday and they will be providing bag lunches.  
Universal Mental Health – Tracy Frye reported they have received CARF accreditation and received best review they’ve ever received. She also invited everyone to the adult mental health collaborative.   Faith and Community day for her church is March 29th and they are planning to go to BUCM to give out supplies and stock shelves.  They are wanting to do repairs or projects at the shelters. 

Human Relations Commission – Sandra Bristol and Cecely Surratt discussed the Human Relations Commission.  They are an advisory board to the City Council, the City Manager, and City staff on matters involving race, discrimination and human relations. They have 12 members with varied racial religious and ethnic backgrounds and includes at least one student member from Freedom and Patton high Schools.  They stated the applications for Citizen of the Year will be coming out and are looking for nominations.
